The following
resolutions were passed :—

That the Rules drawn up by the Provisional Commitee

be adopted.

That the Right Rev. the Bishop of Durham” be

elected President of the Society.

That the gentlemen named on the list submitted

by the Provisional Committee (see circular inclosed)

be elected respectively the Vice-Presidents, and, tire
Council of the Society.

That ¢« Mr. Douglas Freshfield and Mr. Fredehgk
Pollock be appointed Auditors to the Society for the

current year.
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With this I send you a copy of the Rules, a list of the
officers, and of the members complete up to the date of

the meeting.

These resolutions having been passed unanimously the
Chairman made a financial statement, showing that since the
Society’s foundation 4156 7s. had been received in sub-
scriptions, of which £23 18s. 54. had been spent in printing,
stationery, postage and the hire of rooms, leaving a balance
in hand of £132 8s. 74. Asa subseription for last year is due
from all members who joined the Society before November 27ih,
1879, in addition to the subscription for the current year, whick by
Rule 28 1s due on the 1st of January, upwards of £, 350 of unpaid
subscriptions is still due to the Society. It is very destrable that
these arrears should be paid up as promptly as possible, to Provide

the Society with means to carry on its proposed work efficiently.

The Chairman further stated that the Couneil hoped, as soon
as their means would permit, to carry out the objects of the
Society as laid down in Rule 1 by the periodical publication of
memoirs and documents, and by meetings of the members
from time to time, for the purpose of reading papers and

for discussion.

But the future plans and proceedings of the Council will ot
course be regulated by the resources at their disposal. At

present the number of members is about 276. There seems no

-
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reason why this should not be doublgg/in the course of the
next twelvemonth ; and, with this vie\i{', members are requested
to make known the objects of the Sofciety as widely as possible
by the distribution of the inclosed Ez;ircular to all who would
be desirable as members of the Society. Candidates’ names,
addresses and qualifications may be senti to the Hon. Secretary,

who will in due course lay them before the $tanding Committee.

RULES

OF THE

Society for the Promotion of Hellenic Studies.

r. THE objects of this Society shall be as

follows :—

I. To advance the study of Greek language,
literature, and art, and to illustrate the history of
the Greek race in the ancient, Byzantine, and Neo-
Hellenic periods, by the publication of memoirs and
unedited documents or monuments in a Journal to be

issued periodically.

II. To collect drawings, fac-similes, transcripts,
plans, and photographs of Greek inscriptions, MSS.,
works of art, ancient sites and remains, and with
this view to invite travellers tc communicate to the
Society notes or sketches of archzological and

topographical interest.
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I11. To organise means by which members of the
Society may have increased facilities for visiting
ancient sites and pursuing archaological researches
in countries which, at any time, have been the sites
of Hellenic civilization.

2. The Society shall consist of a President, Vice-
Presidents, a Council, a Treasurer, one or more
Secretaries, and Ordinary Members. All officers of
the Society shall be chosen from among its Members,
and shall be ex officio members of the Council.

3. The President shall preside at all General,
Ordinary, or Special Meetings of the Society, and
of the Council or of any Committee at which he is
present. In case of the absence of the President,
one -of the Vice-Presidents shall preside in his
stead, and in the absence of the Vice-Presidents
the Treasurer. In the absence of the Treasurer,
the Council or Committee shall appoint one of their
Members to preside.

4. The funds and other property of the Society
shall be administered and applied by the Council in
such manner as they shall consider most conducive to
the objects of the Society : in the Council shall also
be vested the control of all publications issued by
the Society, and the general management of all its
affairs and concerns. The number of the Council
shall not exceed fifty.
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5. The Treasurer shall receive, on account of the
Society, all subscriptions, donations, or other moneys
accruing to the funds thereof, and shall make all
payments ordered by the Council.

6. No money shall be drawn out of the hands of the
Treasurer or dealt with otherwise than by an order
of Council, and a cheque signed by two members
of Council and countersigned by a Secretary.

7. The Council shall have power to elect from
among their Members a Standing Committee for the
management of the ordinary business of the Society,
such Standing Committee not to exceed twelve in
number, of whom one-fourth shall retire annually,
but shall be eligible for re-election if they continue
Members of the Council.

8. The Standing Committee shall meet as often
as they may deem necessary for the despatch of
business.

9. Due notice of every such Meeting shall be sent
to each Member of the Committee, by a summons
signed by the Secretary.

10. Three Members of the Committee, provided not
more than one of the three present be a permanent
officer of the Society, shall be a quorum.
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11. All questions before the Standing Committee
shall be determined by a majority of votes. The
Chairman to have a casting vote.

12. The Council shall meet twice in each year to
determine all questions which may be referred to
them by the Standing Committee or by Members,
and to prepare an Annual Report, to be submitted
to a General Meeting of the Society.

13. At these meetings of the Council the Standing
Committee shall submit to them a Report of their
proceedings since the last meeting of the Council, and
the Treasurer shall also submit an abstract of the
Receipts and Expenditure during the same interval.

14. The Secretary shall give notice in writing to
each Member of the Council of the ordinary days of
meeting of the Council, and shall have authority to
summon a Special and Extraordinary Meeting of the
Council on a requisition signed by at least four
Members of the Council

15. Members of Council shall at all times have free
access to the Minutes of Meetings of the Standing
" Committee.

16. Two Auditors, not being Members of the
Council, shall be elected by the Society in each
year.
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17. A General Meeting of the Society shall be held
in London in June of each year, when the Reports of
the Council and of the Auditors shall be read, the
Council, Officers, and Auditors for the ensuing year
elected, and any other business recommended by
the Council discussed and determined.

18. The President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer,
Secretaries, and Council shall be elected by the
Members of the Society in a General Meeting.

19. The President and Vice-Presidents shall be
appointed for one year, after which they shall be
eligible for re-election at the Annual General

Meeting.

20. One-third of the Council shall retire every Iyear
but the members so retiring shall be eligible for
re-election at the Annual General Meeting.

21. The Treasurer and Secretaries shall hold their
offices during the pleasure of the Council.

22. The elections of the Officers, Council, and
Auditors, at the General Meetings, shall be by a
majority of the votes of those present. The
Chairman of the Meeting shall have a casting vote.
The mode in which the vote shall be taken shall
be determined by the President and Council.
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23. Every Member of the Society shall be sum-
moned to the Annual Meeting by notice issued at
least one month before it is held.

24. All motions made at the Annual Meeting shall
be in writing and shall be signed by the mover and
seconder. No motion shall be submitted, unless
notice of it has been given to the Secretary at least
one fortnight before the Annual Meeting.

25. Upon any vacancy in the Presidency, occurring
between the Annual Elections, one of the Vice-
Presidents shall be elected by the Council to officiate

as President until the next Annual General
Meeting.

26. All vacancies among the other Officers of the
Society occurring between the same dates shall in
like manner be provisionally filled up by the Council
until the next Annual General Meeting.

27. The names of all candidates wishing to become
Members of the Society shall be submitted to a
Meeting of the Standing Committee, and at their
next Meeting the Committee shall proceed to the
election of candidates so proposed : no such election
to be valid unless the candidate receives the votes
of the majority of those present.
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28. The Annual Subscription of Members shall be
one guinea, payable and due on the 1st of January
each year; this annual subscription may be com-
pounded for by a payment of £10 I0s., entitling
compounders to be Members of the Society for
life, without further payment. :

29. When any Member of the Society shall be six
months in arrear of his Annual Subscription, the
Secretary or Treasurer shall remind him of the
arrears due, and in case of non-payment thereof
within six months after date of such notice, such
defaulting Member shall cease to be a Member of
the Society, unless the Standing Committee make
an order to the contrary. s

30. If at any time there may appear cause for the
expulsion of a Member of the Society, a Special
Meeting of the Council shall be held to consider the
case, and if at such Meeting at least two-thirds of
the Members present shall concur in a resolution for
the expulsion of such Member of the Society, the
President shall submit the same for confirmation at a
General Meeting of the Society specially summoned
for this purpose, and if the decision of the Council
be confirmed by a majority at the General Meeting,
notice shall be given to that effect to the Member in
question, who shall thereupon cease to be a Member
of the Society.
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31. The Council shall have power to nominate
British or Foreign Honorary Members. The number
of British Honorary Members shall not exceed
ten.

32. Ladies shall be eligible as Ordinary Members
of the Society, and when elected shall be entitled
to the same privileges as other Ordinary Members.
