Of the 20 or 21 SAH from this deposit (SS 7160 possibly does not belong®), both
abandonment end upper fills, a majority are of the perﬁgidzinthe duoviri in Knidian
stamps, detable as I have thought ca. 108-88 B.C.; the,eponyms here represented mrax
do not include either the earliest or the latest of the deries. Contemporary with

Between ~10.00 m. and bottom was found a filling ineluding
many whole pots, largely BHWJ's, to be asgociated with the
period of use of the well. When the well was dug and how long
its period of use cannot be accurately determined. The depth
of the use filling, 5.00 m., suggests it may have beem in use
& considerable time. It would seem to have been put out of
use in the late 2nd century B.,C., perhaps even as late as
Sulla, to judge by the date of the lamp, L 3907.
