At this timé there is a& sharp decline in the economic
and political importance of Olbia, which had still been a pPOWETr=
ful city state with an extensive hinterland in the first half

of the iIIrd. century BC. The materials of the end of the IIIrd
and the IInd century BC call for particularly diligent attention.
But a precise dating of the late groups of.ﬁggiégéﬁﬁées of the
Hellenistic period, and along with them the construction com—
blexes with which they are associated, is not always possible;
the mixed character of the culturafiggﬁgiéﬁgé, broken up in
Bubsequent centuries, makes it impossble to set up tight chrono-
logical frameworks for individual monuments. From this point of
view mmxmmmum reservoirs, cisterns, pits, and other receptables
that have been filled up with artefact material over short
periods of time are extremely important, because they make it
possible to defingé the dating of the various series of archeo-~
logical materials, firet and foremost the ceramic ones, Thus
for example Thompson, working on the complexes of the cisterns
5f the Athenian Agora, managed to refine considerably the dating
of the eEEéﬁibs of the Hellenistic period.(l)

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of the reservoird_/

The reservoir, beautifully preserved, is located in the
northwestern part of the agora, near East {Vostochnaya) Street,
from which there was an entrance into the temenos (dimensions
of the reservoir: depth 3.95, breadth 2.03, length 2,80 m.)

The character of the structure, and also its placement close to
the entrance into the temenos, bear witness to its soeial pur-
pose. Constructed as far back as the end of the Vth century
BC, the reservoir was built up in the IIIrd century in harmony
with the rise in the level of the ground surface at that time.
Whereas to begin with it had been a part of a complicated
water supply system, from the IIIrd century BC it was already
serving merely as a catch basin for rain water, which ran in
via a troughl installed at the northwestern corner of the reser-
voir. (2)(Figure 1)e

The reservoir had been filled up with an enormous quantityg
of ceramics which were so tightly packed that their excavation

called for a great deal of time and effort.(3)

The quantity
of amphora fragments was particularly great. There were found
in all 2005 fragments of amphora handles, 365 fragments of am-
phora bottoms, and some thousands of examples of fragments of
amphora walls. A photograph of a cleared space with the frag-
ments of amphora handles and bottoms brought up from the reser-
voir lying upon it gives a vivid idea of the quantity of cera-
mics found in the reservoir, (Figure 2, Cleared space with frag=
ments of amphoras found in the reservoir).

It is a characteristic feature that the material of the
£111l in the upper portion coincided entirely with the material

found
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found at the bottom. This indicates that the reservoir was
filled up in a comparatively short period, and that consequent-
ly we are entitled to regard its fill as a single complex. This
last circumstance is all the more interesting in that there
were found in it 418 stamped amphora handles, the overwhelming
majority of which are susceptible to more or less exact datinge.

The purpose of the present study is to publish a new collection
of amphora stamps and also the accompanying ceramic material,
with a view to refining the dating of individual groups, and to
revealing the centers with which Olbia carried on particularly
intensive relationships during the Hellenistic period. A de=-
cldedly substantial matter is the esﬁ:éblishment of a terminug
ante guem for the whole complex of the reservoir, because the
bther installations of the agora and the temenos too - some
building sites with imade commercial premises, the chkmmm cistern
discovered in 1955-1956 - offer analogical material, which ipso
facto points soward some specific point in time as that of the
destruction of the majority of the monuments of the agora and

Chapter I
The Ceramic Stamp Complex
The Rhodes Group

We are well acquainted with the widespread commercial acti-
vity of Rhodes in the Hellenistic period. Rhodes amphoras, en-
countered in great quantities in various parts of the ancient
world, make it pessible not only to delineate the sphere of
Khodian trade, but also to determine its intensity, Unfortunately

stamped amphora handles are ordinarily found in cultural strata

containing
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D containing mixed material, and the circumstances of finds in
most instances flo not afford bases for their dating. It was
at the end of the XIXth century that for the first time, during
the excavation of Pergamum, there was brought to light a large
complex of stamped amphora handles, among which there were
799 Rhodes handles, 15 Thasos ones, 5 Cnidus ones, 2 from Smyrna,
1 from the island of Paros, and 60 from undetermined centers.

As a result of his investigation of this material Schuchhardt
drew up a list of eponymes and manufacturers falling chronologi-
cally within the period 220-180 BC.(u)

Bleckmann based himself upon the materials of the Pergamum
complex, supplementing these with data on excavations in Sicily,
Italy, @arthage, and Palestine.(s) Nilsson brought into scienti-

P. 228 During recent decades V., Grace has made a great contribution
to the study of amphora stamps, in particular Rhodes ones, through
her works on stamps found in Athens, at Delos, in Tarsus.(ll)
Stamps from finds at Argos have been published in part, (12)
B ut in all the centers listed they were found in cultural strata,
frequently containing mixed material., Thus the collection of
amphora stamps from the reservoir in the Olbia agora is the thirg

large complex (after Pergamum and Villanova),
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There were found in the reservoir 376 Rhodes handle§%.18
Cnidus ones; 5 Cos ones; 3 Sinope ones (plus 3 stamps on -“f&);
and 13 uyndetermined ones. In all there were found in the reser-
voir 418 stamped handles, i.e. almost one-half less than at Per-
gamumo / Actually, less than half as many._/ But if one examines
the relative positions of individual groups one gets approximately
the same picture - an enormous predominance of Rhodes with an
insignificant number of stamps from other centers. But in Olbia
it is not Thasos that stands in second place, as at Pergamum, but
Cnidus, and one may speak with conviction regarding xke Cos and
Sinope: the stamps of these last two centers are very few in num-
ber,

Moving on to the analysis of the new collection of Rhodes
stamps, we shall pmxm pause first of all to consider the materials
of which the #mwhrmsmfmx secals for the stamping of the amphoras of
this center were made.

Wolters supposed that the seals were bronze or stone.(13>
Nilsson, noting on some stamps clear impressions of wood grain,
came to the conclusion that the seals for the Rhodes stamps were

of wood.(lh) Bs N, Grakov, without excluding the possibility

that wood was used, points out that traces of wood grain on

Rhodes stamps are nevertheless encountered very rarely.(ls) In

his opinion the main material of which seals were made was XLEmm
stone or metal; he adduces the nature of the cutting of the letters
as a supplementary argument. With regard to the Sinope stamps

Be N, Grakov writes that he cannot adduce a single example that

would bear witness to the use of a wooden seal.(l6)
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In connection with the problems touched upon above we i
feel we must pass on the results of the observations regard-
ing the Rhodes stamps which are so abundantly represented in
the Olbia reservoir, Wood traces appear distinctly upon some

of the stamps. Thus, for example, on the stamp bearing the

name of the priest Athanodotos the lines of certain letters
have turned out to be slightly elongated because the wood

has split away (Plate II, o27): the same thing is visible in
two stamps of the manufacturer Kotes (Plate XVIII, 275) . Im-
pressions of wood grain are perceptible on the eponymous stamp
of Kallikratidas (Plate VIII, 112), on that of the manufacture
er Herakleitos (Plate BVII, 252), and on others., Traces of
wood may also be observed on the stamp of the eponymos Xeno-

Indirect considerations come to our aid in the endeavor
to pass judgment upon the material of which the seals used to
make Rhodes stamps are mede. What is at issue here is the
fact that in the reservoir complex most names of eponymes and
manufacturers are repeated, often many times. Thus, for ex-
ample, the name of the eponymos Athanodotos is encountered on
29 handles, that of Thealdetos on 18, The stamp of the manu-
facturer Margyas is repeated 14 times, that of Antimachos 13,

! the stamps are défferent: of 29 examples bearing the name

of the eponymos Athanodotos only 3 are seal-1ldentities -
all the rest are differentiated not only as regards the
name of the month, but as regards the arrangement of the
inscription, the delineation of individual letters, etc.
The same may also be remarked as regards the stamps of the
manufacturer Marsyas, which would at first glance seem to
be extraordinarily similar to each other,

If one person had such a large quantity of seals, these
must have been made of a material that was cheap, readily
available, sultable for the cutting of letters, and at the
same time not tough but prone to wear out rapidly. The
rapid wearing out of the seals is borne out particularly
by the 11%{%g1b111ty of the stamps, which cannot be blamed
solely on carelessness in their execution. All of this
called for 1£;E;gﬂggggability, which indeed perhaps ex-
plains the great number of seals for one and the same ine
dividual that one encounters among the Rhodes stamps. This

convinces us of the correctness of Nilsson's judgment to
the effect that wood was evidently the main material for
seals with which Rhodes amphoras were stamped.

Let us now pass on to the analysis of the Rhodes

Among 335 legible Rhodes stamps found in the reser-
voir, the names of eponymes have been preserved on 161
handles and those of manufacturers on 174, If we add to
these % 19 badly preserved eponymous stamps and 9 bearing
the names of manufacturers, we get an almost equal number

state of affairs hardly comes about by chance. It is appa-
rent that more than 180 Rhodes amphoras were thrown into
the reservoir., Unfortunately only two intact necks have
come down to us - with both handles. but it is not out

of the question that in the future Rhodes stamps from the

reservoir
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((;:ww}} reservoir may serve as g supplementary argument toward
bringing together one or another eponymos with one manu-
facturer or another.

With an almost equal number of stamps for these two
groups the number of names for the one and the other differs:
the eponymes are represented by 27 names, the manufacturers
by 41. This proportion once more confirms to us how inten-
sive was the production of wine and the trade in it on the
part of individuals at one and the same time.

Of the 27 eponymes the overwhelming majority, 23, coin-
cide with eponymes of the Pergamum complex, on which basis the
stamps of this group are ddted to 220-180 BC.

Subsequently the dating of some examples was refined.
Thus, for example, Hiller narrowed the limite for the acti-

vity of Theaidetos to 20 years (200-180 BC) , and Bleck-
menn and Grace to 200-190 BCEzl)

The period of activity of the eponymos Aristodamos
should according to Hiller be referred to the years 220-

200 BC, 1.e. not later than the IIIrd century BC. Further-
more , Hiller and Grace have dlstinguished a number of epo-

nymes having the same name, the activities of whom are mx

separated from each other by decades. Thus for example

Ainesidamﬁos I
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Ainesidamfios I officiated at the end of the IVth and the
beginning of the IIIrd century BC, Ainesidam@os II from
220-180 BC.(22) The same may be said of Aristeidas I and
1T, and Kallikratidas I and II.(23) But on the whole a
dating to the end of the IIIrd and beginning of the IInd
century BC for the eponymes of the Pergamum cycle remains
unshaken, and by that same token we secure a well-founded
p.%;;;: dating for the majority of the eponymous stamps of the new
collection from the Olb¥a reservoir as well. But among the
latter there are four eponymes not encountered in the Perga-
mum complex, These are the following: Aristomachos, Asty-
medes, Eudamos, and Pausanias. Let us consider these names
a little more closely.

SNXFXDREXSEARDXDEARAABXNKDIENKNANEXWAR
Tmumstm ¥m xbirexmesEmymim Two examples, in all, of stamps
bearing this name were found in the reservoir (Plate IV,
59), but they are pretty widespread in the northern Black
Sea coastal area. According to B. N. Grakov's figures 61
stamps of this eponymos have hitherto been found here,
Seven examples were found in the Delos excavations, 14 at

Lindes. Grace, restoring the partially preserved name of

the eponymos on a stamp from Tarsus as Aristomachos, re-

lates
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of the Delos material she refines this to the second half
of the IInd century BC.(25)

Astymedes. Only one stamp bearing this ngme was found
in the reservoir:; B.N.Grakov lists 33 examples. Thus the
stamp of Astymedes is not among the ones particularly common
in the northern Black Bea coastal area. Hiller considers that
Astymedes was a son of the eponymos Theaidetos; the stamps
of the latter, following the refined chronology of Grace,
relate to the beginning of the second century BC (200-190
BC).(26)Accord1ng to Grace, the stamps of Astymedes I relate
to ax period before the Pergamum complex, those of Astymddes
IT to 180-150 BC.(27) The stamp of Astymedes from the Olbia
reservoir is outstanding for the sloppiness of its executionx
(Plate VI, 76). Through the character of its lettering it
is close to the group of so-called 'cursive!" stamps, subse-
quently touched up by the engraver, which D. B. Shelov re-
lates to 180-150 BC.(28) The Olbia stamp should unquestion-
ably be assoclated with Astymedes II and dated to 180-150 BC.,

Eudamos, Only one stamp with this name was found in the
reservoir (Plate VI, 88). Stamps of Eudamos are few and far

number
between at best, but the largest mmXiwmgmmm of them does

come from the northern Black Sea coastal area (65 examples),

Seven
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Seven stamps were found at Déioé, 8 in Sicily and Italy, and
1 in the excavation of Tarsus., &mmme On the basis of the
stratigraphic data of Tarsus Grace relates this eponymos to

Pausanias. Only one stamp with the name of this eponymos

was found in the reservoir, having an emblem in the form of

a head of Helios (Table XI, 145). Stamps of Pausanias are

barticularly numerous in the northern Black Sea coastal area,
having been found previously in a total of 181 examples,
Stamps are also found at Delos, Lindos, Athens, and Tarsus.
Grace distinguishes two different eponymes having the same
name. She dates part of the Pausanias stamps to the end of
the IVth and the beginning of the IIIrd century, and part

to 180 BC or 1ater.(30) Thus for example Grace braaks down.

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Thus the four zpmmymem stamps of eponymes found in the
reservoir which are not among the number in the 1list from
the Pergamum complex should be related, following the compa-
rative data adduced above, to the second century BC,;?the pe-
riod after 180 BC.

Conseguently the stamps of eponymes from the Olbla res-
ervoir break down chronologically into two groups: the first
group, coinciddng with the Pergamum complex, the more numerous,
which is dated to the end of the IIIrd century and the begin- |
ning of the IInd century BC; the second group, consisting of 1
a few stamps, relates to the period after 180 BC. Evidently
the latest of all is the eponymos Aristomachos, whose stamp
Grace relates to the second half of the second century BC on
the basis of the Delos material.

As the comparative table shows (annex I), after the
northern Black Sea coastal area, Pergamum, and Lindos, it is
the Delos excavations that offer the largest number of eponymes
on handles from the reservoir. The very small quantity of
coincidences with the Athens Agora materlal 1s striking;
this is altogether natural, Because the amphora stamps pub-
lished by Grace are for the most part dated to an earlier

above, 29 handles bearing the name of this priest were found
(Plate I, 11-18; II; III, 35-38), 44 had been found earlier
in the northern Black Sea coastal area, 14 in Pergamum, and
23 at Lindos. Thus the new Olbla collecti?n offers a quan-
tity of stamps of this eponymos which is nSt very great.

Thééi&etgg with 18 stamps stands in second place as
regards number (Plate VI, 89, 90; VII, VIII, 105). Earlier
we had known 57 stamps of Thealdetos from the northern Black
Sea coastad area, 12 in Pergamum, 14 at Lindos. Thus it is
again the northern Black Sea coastal area, particularly
Lindos, which furnishes the predominant quantity of stamps
of this eponymos. It 1gfsign1ficance that the activity
of this man relates, as has been pointed out, to the begin-
ning of the IInd century, the years 200-190 BC.

These examples, to which one could add considerably,
show that the stamps of eponymes found in large quantity at
Olbia, are few at Pergamum, and vice versa. Should one not
draw from this the conclusion that the trade connections of
Olbia with Rhodes were perticularly intensive at a time when
the connections of Rhodes with Pergamum had slacked orf?*

As a rule the stamps of eponymes are without emblems,
Exceptions are the round stamps with an emblem in the form
of a pemegranate flower, represented in small quantity,(ss)

Missing from the Pergamum complex are Agesarchos, Ages-
ippos, Apollonidas, Attalos, Aristoneikos, Ermias, Iwidoros,

Menothemis, Moschos, Nislas, Socrates, Soteridas, Timasagoras,

Ainos.
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Let us consider these manufacturers in a little more
detall. Ainos and Attalos are new names, not encountered
earlier whether among the Rhodes sbamps of Pergamum, or in
the northern Black Sea coastal area, Delos, Athens, ¥akikm
Villanova, or other centers of the ancient world. The name

B.N. Grakov supposes that we have here an error of the
an alpha

engraver, who cut monkmpipm instead of mmxmkx a lambda, i.e.,
that the name should be read Linou, not Ainou (Plate BIII,
181)., A manufacturer of this name is well known; his stamps
have been found both in the northern Black Sea coastal area
and in the Mediterranean area. But the sharply cut alpha
mekes us doubtful of the presence of an error. It 1s more
likely that this is the stamp of a manufacturer with a rare
name, encountered thus far in this single example in the
Olbia reservoir.

The name Attalos (Plate SVI, 224,225) is found in the
stamps of other groups, for instance the Sinope one, but is

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(37) It should be remarked that among the stamps of
Istria published by K Canarache there is a stamp of Attalos
in the group of those from unknown centers; it is analogous
to the Olbia one. It is most probable that this one too
belongs to the Rhodes group, and in that case the Olbia
examples are the second and third stamps of this manufacturer
known to us.

Among the other stamps missing from the Pergamum complex
the round one of Aristoneikos is interesting. In contradis-
tinction to the majority of round stamps, in which the name
is arranged around the pomegranate flower, here the emblem
is a cornucopia (Plate SV, 220). The curvature of the handle
has moreover a rounded rather than an angular shape.

In the northern Black Sea coastal area two further stamps
of Aristoneikos have been found, but we have not had the oppor-
tunity to acquaint ourselves with them, Two stamps with this
name are in the Delos collection, and these are also impressed
on handles with curvature of rounded shape; in one case the

On the basis of this information, and taking into account
the shape of the handle which is characteristic of Rhodes
mmphoras of an earlier period, Grace assigned the stamp
of Aristoneikos to a time around 300 BC,

The stamp from the reservoir is extraordinarily simi-
lar to the Helos one which has a cornucopia for an emblem.

Evidently one should also place the stamp of Moschos,
which 1s also pretty rare, among the early ones: in the
northern Black Sea coastal area a total of 10 examples has
been found, at Delos 2, and at Varna 2,(41)The shape of the
handle still preserves the rounded curve, and the script is
Xmghkbm sharp.

The stamp of Agesarchos is also very rare., Al present
a total of four examples is known; one comes from Bike reser-
voir (Plate XII, 170), two were found earlier in the northern
Black Sea coastal area, and one was found at Delos.

The stamps of the manufacturer Agesippos are also rare
among Rhodes amphoras. Two were found in the reservoir
(Plate XII, 172, 171), and four earlier in the northern
Black Sea coastal area., Such stamps are missing at Delos,
at Athens, at Tarsus, and in other cities, Ongy on Rhodes
itself, at Lindos, there have been found 15 stamps with the
name of Agesippos, plus three stamps at Villanova. The
stamps of Agesippos from the reservoir have @R emblems:
on® one of them a dolphin 1s represented below the name, on
the other a star in the center of the fleld above the name,

Among the very rare stamps there also falls the round
stamp of the manufacturer Apollonidas. Beside one amphora
nendle from the reservoir, there are known six examples in
all from the northern Black Sea coastal region and two from
Delos. The stamp of Apollonidas is beautifully preserved;
the name is arranged around & pomegranate flower (Pl. XV,208),

The number of stamps of the manufactueer Herm&as is
also pretty insignificant (Plate XVII, 249). Previously

these
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>~ ) these have been known from the northern Black Sea coastal

area to the number of 21 examples; but two stamps have been
found at Delos and Lindos.

A single example of the stamp of Isidoros was found in
the reservoir., From the northern Black Sea coastal area
there come another 14 examples; two stamps are reported
in Delos and at Lindos. On the stamp from the reservolr
an emblem in the shape of a branch is placed to the right
of the name (Plate XVIII, 266).

The manufacturer Menothemis merits particular attention.
On the stamp from the reservolr only the beginning and the
end of the name, and two emblems, have been preserved (Plate
XX, 292)., We restore it by analogy with the stamps from the
Hermitage collection published by E.M. Pridik.(43)Tne emblems
and their disposition - a double cornucopia before the name
and a bipennis below, as well as the representation of the
surviving letters, coincide entirely with the stamps of

manufacturer is found among the stamps of Lindos,.
The stamps of Nysios, fairly numerous in the northern

Black Sea coastal area, exist among the Lindos finds - 12
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examples, at Delos - 4, and one stamp at Tarsus. Very often
they are accompanied by an emblem in the form of the upper
half of a woman's body (see below, page 236).

The s&amps of the manufacturer Socrates combined with
the month are not numerous (Plate XXI, 314). In E.M.Pridik's
catalog of the Hermitage stamps there are five stamps with
the name of the manufacturer Socrates and a torch emblem.
fhey are also found at Lindos with the torch emblem, At
Istria the stamp of the manufacturer Socrates preserves
only the name alone / seem to be some misprints in the Ruse
sian text of this sentence_/. At Delos, according to Grace's
date, ten stamps of this manufacturer were found, but she
does not reproduce them, Accordingly the stamp from the
Olb¥a reservoir is a rare example.

Stamps of Soteridas (Plate XXI, 316, 317), of which
two examples were found in the reservolr, are also known
from finds in the northern Black Sea coastal area (hitherto
9 examples have been known) and from the Delos collection
(1 example).

Finally, Timasagoras., Stamps of an eponymos Timasago-
ras are known; two handles with the name of this eponymos

were found in the reservoir (Plate XI, 159). We assignm

to
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to the stamps of the manufacturer Timasagoras one stamp
with indication of the month, similar to the stamp of the

The names of manufacturers enumerated above,HZE absent
from the Pergamum complex, are In general rare ones among
those of Rhodes that are known to us. In this connection
1t is characteristic thé&t aside from the northern Black Sea
coastal area they are found predominantly at Delos.

AS we have already become convinced, all the names of
eponymes on handles from the Olbia reservoir which are not
listed in the Schudhhardt catalog relate to a later period,
to the IInd century BC. Among the stamps of manufactueers
there appears the rare stamp with the name of Aristoneikos,
which ought to be assigned to a period earlier than 220 BC,
to the turn of the IVth-IIIrd centuries BC; it 1is possible
that one should associate the manufacturer Moschos with the
same period. The stamps of Agesippos, found also at Villa-
nova, are in all likel¥hood contemporary with Pergamum..

So to what time should one assign the xemakmimgm stamps
of the remaining manufacturers who do not figure in the Ber-

Bamum complex? Inasmuch as later manufacturers should be

associated with later eponymes, we must suppose that the
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manufacturers on the list set forth above, wity the gycention

off Aristoneikos, Moschos, and Agesippos, most probably relate
to the period after 180 BC. RBhis is also indicated by the coin-
cidence with the Rhodes stamps from Delos, which in Grace's
opinion date in their overwhelming majority from a time after
180 BC (286 handles out of 500). But it is also not excluded
that some of them may be contemporary with the Pergamum complex.

Further study of these stamps, the peculiarities of their
paleography, will perhaps offer a possibility of establishing
more precise chronological frameworks for these little-known
ergasteriarchs of Rhodes.

Of the stamps which coincide with the Pergamum complex

the most numerous are the stamps of Marsyas (14 examples), widely
known through finds in the northern Black Sea coastal area (150
examples), It is characteristic for stamps of this manufacturer
that the name is always accompanied by mention of the month;
besides, they are distinguished by the affected elegance of the
lettering (Plate XIX, 278-280, 285, 288-291).

In second place as regards number there stand the stamps
of Antimachos (13 examples); 113 examples, in all, for the
northern Black Sea coastal area. They are always accompanied
by emblems in the form of a caduceus (Plate XIV, 197-198, 200~203) .

In the reservoir there were 12 amphora handles with the

name of Philainioss hitherto 113 had been known in the northern
X¥mx Black Sea coastal area.

The manufacturer Dios (Plate XVI, 2365 XVII, 239,241) is
represented by 11 stamps (htierto 93), XHMXWKH Agathoklig by

Notable i$ the particularly great number of amphora stamps
of Damokrates in the northern Black Sea coastal area, They are
spread about other sites of the ancient world: in Pergamum 56 ex-
amples were found, at Delos 23, at Athens 15, at Lindos 21, etc,
It is characteristic that the shape of the stamp is always round.
On some examples there are at the side of the handle supplementary
stamps with the letters B, A, E, K. (4+6)

The stamp of Herakleitos has, as usual, the emblem of a

flower above the name or below the name. But in the reservoir

collection there are also three stamps of this manufacturer without
emblem (Plate XVII, 252),

Side by side with a rather considerable quantity of stamps
of the manufacturers listed above there are encountered in only a
single example the stamps of Diskos and Aristos (Plate EVII, 246;

AV, 221), which are so numerous at Villanova.(47) Among the rather

(47) 186 stamps of Diskos and 96 of Aristos were round at
Villanova,

rare ones gre stamps with the names of Diokleia, Kotes, Timasagaras,
We are inclined also to assign to the Pergamum circle the

stamp of the manufacturer Dorion, of which one example was found

in the reservoir.(Plate XVII, 248). Hitherto there had been foungd

in the northernBlack Sea coastal area 9 handles with the analogous

name, It seems to us that the abeence of the name of this manufac-

tueer in the Pergamum list is to be explained by an erroneous reading

on the part of Schuchhardt. In Pergamum there were found two Stamps
with
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with poorly preserved names that were restored by Schuchhardt

as names of the manufacturer Dorotheos. The author effected his
restoration on the basis of stamps no reproduction of which ex-
istse An extant drawing of the second stamp of this manufacturer
(48)13 analogous to the stamp from the reservoir which we read
as Dorionos, On both of these stamps there appears above the
name the same emblem - a pomegranate flower of small size.

If our obmervations are correct, one must acknowledge that
the material from the reservoir in the Olbia agora not only re-
fines the period of activity of the manufacturer Dorion within
the limits 220-180 BC, but also makes it possible to introduce
a refinement into the list of Rhodes manufacturers of the Perga-
mum complex.

With two exceptions all the nams of manufacturers are
masculine; these two are feminine. One of the female names,
DIokleia (found in one example) had hitherto been known through
finds in the northern Black Sea coastal area (16 examples). In
Pergamum an analogous stamp was found once only.

The second female name, Kallio, has been found hitherto in

the northern Black Sea coastal area on 10 handles(qg), in Pergamum

g (9) We restore the name as Kallio on the basis of data of
BE.M, Pridik .ssochuchhar estore as Kallias,

on 3 (?), and twice at Lindos. In the reservoir there were five

stamps with this name., The presence of women's names among the
manufacturers, along with the names of slaves, constitutes, as we
are aware, the basic argument of Schubbhhardt in favor of the
private-individual nature of the stamping of amphoras.

The overwhelming majority of the masculine nams for the

reservoir collection 1s purely Greek, either reflecting the names

of gods or heroes, like Dios, Marsyas, or constituting complicated
compound
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[ .?ﬁbﬁj compound names characteristic for aristocratic strata of the popu-~

lation.
B ut among the masculine names we find two non-Greek ones:

Kotes and Nanis. ©Stamps of Kotes are found in the reservoir on
six examples (Plate X¥III, 275, 2763 XIX, 271), of Nanis on one
example (Plate XX, 29%). Stamps of these manufacturers have been
found at Pergamum and on Rhodes. Nilsson points out that the

name Kotes should evidently be associated with the Thracian name

Kotys.

; The ggg;%égﬁéme of the manufacturer Amyntas also points to
Macddoniaj his stamps are widespread in the northern Black Sea
coastal area, Nilsson associates him with the group of historical
names of Macedonia.

Among the manufacturers who are represented on the stamps
from the reservoir there are two names, Aristos and Diskos, which
Nilsson considers to be those of slaves. A particularly large
quantity of such stamps has been found at Villanova.

Of 166 stamps of manufacturers there are emblems on 88; the
rest are without emblem, but among these on 19 there appears a
supplemental indication of the month (Marsyas, Socrates, Timasa=-
goras). The majority of stamps with emblems are rectangular in
shape, but there are also round ones, with a pomegrahate flower in
the middle; on the round stamp of Aristoneikos, as we have pointed
out, a cornucopia is represented in the middle. The names of the
manufacturers Damokles, Damokrates, Hippokrates are always asso-
clated with e round stamp.

The pomegranate flower, the crest of Rhodes, is found not only

on round stamps. Thus, for example, this emblem is associated with
the
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| (F« %" ) the manufacturer Herakleitos, where the flower is placed now
above the name, now beneath it. The pomegranate flower is also

placed above the name on the stamp of the manufacturer Dorionj

on two examples having the name of the manufacturer Olympos the
pomegranate flower is represented to one side.

Among other emblems there are represented the cornucopia,
which is always associated with the name of Athanodotos; the ca-
duceus, with the name of the manufacturer Antimachos. A wreath
accompanies the name of the manufacturer Amyntas, but sometimes
one finds together with this name a representation of a torch
with a dish or a herm (the latter ordinarily on handles of smal-
ler dimensions), The representation of a starm is pretty fre-
quent - sometimes one star above (Agesipposm), sometimes to the
side before the name (Diskos), sometimes one in each of the four
corners (Sarapion, Aristarchos, Kallio, and others). On the
stamp bearing the rare name Menothemis, as has already been re-
marked, there are two emblems: a double cornucopia and a bipennis;
on the stamp of Agesippos there is a dolphin.

On handles with the names of Nysios and A isopos there is
a representation of the ppmmxhx upper half of a woman (Plate XX,
298; XIII, 182).

Stamps of Nysios with the usual representation of the half-
body in a long dress, the left hand lowered and the right bent at
the elbow and pressed to the breast, were found at Lindos to the
number of 12, Usually this emblem has been regarded as a half-length
woman's body. But on one of the Lindos stamps the figure is full
lengthy Nilsson discerned in this representation rays above the

head and expressed the view that the earlier interpretation of
this
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P.236 this figure as female was incorrect, He considers that this is a
representation of Helios, a replica of the statué of the Coles-
sus of Rhodes known to us only from literary sources. Thus ac=-
cording to Nilsson the stamps of the manufacturer Nysios are an
extremely important source for the re-creation of the famous sta-
tue of antiquity. The stamp on the handle from the reservoir, as
well as the analogous stamp on the handle with the name of Aisopos,
and the reproductions of these stamps by Nilsson, do not, as it ap-
pears to us, afford a basis for considering that the head of the
figure represented was crowned with rays. If indeed one of the
Rhodes stamps does represent the statue of the Colossus of Rhodes,
this does not mean that there was no representation of a half-length
femmiim female figure, perhaps also representing some statue unknown
to us,

The small supplementary Stamps found on some stamped handles
to one side merit particular attention. They are always square in
shape; in the square one of the letters of the alphabet is usually
wr itten. From the reservoir collection we have three handles
with the name of the manufacturer Hippocrates, to one side of which
there is a supplementary stamp with the letters ypsilon, kappa, and
tau (Plate XVIII, 261-263)., One small stamp with the lstter kappa
appears on a round stamp of the manufacturer Aristokles, and a sup =
plementary stamp with an effaced, undetermined letter on a handle
bearing the stamp of the epongmos Agestratos. In addition, two
supplementary stamps with the letter kappa have been preserved on
two handles from which the basiec stamps have been broken awvay. Thus
supplementary stamps in the Peservoir collection are encountered
on handles with the names both of eponymes and of manufacturers,
It
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“%) It is characteristic that the basic stamp is always of round form and

has the pomegranate flower emblem.
Until recently the quantity of published supplementary stamps
was extremely insignificant. A few stamps of the manufacturer Damo-
krates, with supplementary stamps beta, delta, epsilon, and kappa,
had been published by E.M,Pridik. @ne example of a stamp of the
eponymos Nikisagoras, found at Tarsus, also has a second stamp with
the letter beta.(so) Some similar stamps had been published by
Schuchhardt.(gl) Of late D,BsShelov has published a large group of
supplementary stamps together with a special study of this question.52)
D.B.Shelov came to the same conclusions as those to which the
handles from the Olbia meservoir Xmm also lead onej; here, too, the
supplementary stamps are found only on handles having round stamps.(53)
The meaning of these supplementary stamps is not plain. To start
with, there was put forth the hypothesis that they might be the initial
letters of the months, but the presence of the lett?f} epsilon forced
E.M.Pridik to renounce this ideax. On a stamp of the eponymos Agestratos,
having a supplementary stamp, from the reservolr collection there is
an indication of the name of the month, which is plain evidence that
the judgment set forth above is unfounded; it also appears unconvincing
because in the accompanying eponymous stamp there was almost always
indication of the mmmmxmxmmmik month. Schuchhardt thought it possible
that these stamps might designate either different workshops, or a

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stamp.(su) The conclusions ofD,B, Shelov seem the most convincing.,
It is interesting that in the list he offers, of manufacturers
together with whom supplementary stamps are preponderantly encoun-
tered, there appears also the manufacturer Hippokrates.(SS) The
conclusions of D,B,Shelov in considering that the custom of supple=-
mentary stamping was widespread at the end of the IIIrd and beginning
of the IInd century BC (56) are confirmed by the stamps of the reser-
voir,

Finally it remains for us to examine two necks found in the
reservoir, with two stamped handles, giving combinations of eponymes
and manufacturers, On the handles of one of the necks there are
impressed the names of the eponymos Kallikrates and the manufacturer
Dios; the name of the latter is badly worn (Plate XXII, 334, 335),

The stamps on the handles of the second amphora were not fully
pressed up, for which reason it is difficult even to determine which
of them belongs to the eponymos (Plate XXII, 332-333). In addition,
the ending of the name on the left handle.---»ywévs seems to us
to be incorrect., Apparently in the writing there was omitted an
alpha between the second and third letters, and this name can be res-
tored as that of the eponymos Kleukrates: in the first line there is
quite enough room both for the preposition and for the first letters
of this name. It is very similar - as to shape of stamp and place-
ment of letters - to stamp no. 122 of our list of eponymous stamps,
On the second handle, we suppose, was the name of the manufacturer
Athanodotos, elThe dimensions of the stamp give prounds for supposing
that to the left there was the cormucopia emblem which usually accome
Panles Xmmmmm this name.

The eponymes referred to are missing from the summary table
of fhx Graca.(57) The manufacturer Dios is encountered together
with the eponymos Sodamos. The manufacturer Athanodotos is also
missing from the table of Grace, who made use of Bleckmann's material
as well, Thus it must be recognized that the collection of stamps
from the reservoir has enriched our knowledgeq regarding the syn-
chronous activity of Athanodotos and Dios, @0 well known through
material of the northern Black Sea coastal area, with the eponymes
Kleukrates and Kallikrates,

Thus the conjoined finds in the reservoir of stamps of manu-
facturers with stamps of well-dated eponymes have afforded the
possibility of establishing chronological frameworks for a number
of manufacturers missing from the Pergamum complex, and also of
refining the dating of some manufacturers on the Pergamum list.

In conclusion let us acquaint ourselves with two anepigraphiec
stamps from the reservoir collection. One of these represents a
pomegranate flower of small size (Plate XXII, 336), the other a
crawfish (Plate XXII, 337)., Wheras stamps with the pomegranate

with the crawfish is very rare. We are acquainted with it only
from an amphora handle from the Istria excavations, on which the

The stamp with the name of the eponymos Polites and the manufac-
turer Theudoridas is also of a certadn interest (Plate XXIII, 381),
A stamp with the name Politas i1s encountered among the Cnidus stamps
of the Athens Agora and other centers in combination with the manu-
facturees A rchagoras, Kratonos, and others. The name partially
restored by us as Theudoridas is referred to by Grace.(65) The stamp
from the reservoir gives a new combination of names. The remaining
Cnidus stampsm are badly preserved - effaced, broken, and not yielding
to restoration.

A lthough the handles are also distinct in their form ("double-~
barreled" and "single-barreled"), the common presence of names, the
common type of abbreviations, and also the shape of the stamp in
the form of a narrow elongated oval compel, in the view of the au=-
thor, their unification into a single group.

E.M, Stayerman supplemented the conclusions she had drawn as
a result of her working over the-ﬂymo material with materials pre-
sent in the manuscript I.R.E. III, and she came to the conclusion
that these too offer a series of coincidences of names on "double-
barreled? and #f delicate "single-barreled" handles. The stamps
are similar in form, in character of letteeing, and in emblems,
among which there predominate the club, the cadaceus, and the flower,
R, Stayerman drew up a rather considerable list of mames on amphora
handles which she had determined to be of Cose

We have gone into the work of E, Stayerman in detail because
she was the first one to raise the question of the Cos origin of
a series of stamps on delicate "single-barreled" amphora handles

which until the present had been assigned to the group of stamps
of
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of unknown origin. Study of the stamps from the Olbia reservoir
has led us to the conclusion that some stamps on delicate handles
should be regarded as Cos ones.

There are four stamps in all on "double-barreled" handles which
are ynquestionably of Cos, Very distinct 1s the stamp with the name
ofﬂ%pd?os and an emblem in the form of a caduceus (Plate XXIV, 395).
In i;;é there were found three stamps with an analogous name, and
in two of these cases it was impressed on "double-barreled" hmmimm
handles, but once on a "single-barreled" handle. What is doubtless
the same name im imprressed on a Cos handle coming from Istria.(75)

A nother stamp has been less sharply preserved, since its
surface has been rounded off. We restore the name as L\HN\HT?\(Oi-D
(Plate XXIV, 396), In the same abbreviated form it is found in the
collection of Cos stamps published by ¥am Maiuri.(76)° According
to an observation of the author, the name Demetrios appears on coins
of ¥m Cos assigned to the IIIrd - IInd Century BC among the names
of magistrates, The name on the Cos stamp from Istria, which is
reproduced by Canarache as RMWA is probably written retrograde
and should be read as Af/‘j [?DC(GSDJ' (77

A stamp of Nikias is well preserved - NIKI with a club emblem
(Plate XXIV, 397), E.M, Stayerman presents the same name on "single-
barreled" handles whichx she considers Cos ones on account of the
oval shape of the narrow stamp, the abbreviation of the name, and
also the absence of an analogous name among the Rhodes stamps. Our
example of a stamp impressed on a "double=barreled" handle confirms
the proposition of E, M, Stayerman.

A mong the Cos stamps from the reservoir that are impressed on

"double-barreled" handles there is an anepigraphic one with a club
emblem (Table XXIv, 398),
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It is apparently to this group that a "single-barreled" handle
belongs which pertains to a miniature vessel very £imilar in shape
to a Rhodes jug Z laginos_/, but sharply differing from these in
its clay. The brown tone and the presence of a considerable quanti-
ty of fine admixtures of lime remind one very much of the eclay of
Cos amphoras, Traces of a coating are lacking. The stamp is en-
closed in a rather large square frame; the inscription consists of
the two letters IE (Plate XXIV, 399). In shape it 1s very similar
to a stamp fromtgggz; of which two examples were found on "double=-

barreled" handles and 15 on "single-barreled" ones$78)

It is possible
that our stamp is a contractigy of the name Hieron, which appears in
the list of names of the Xpm iéﬁgﬂcollection of stamped handles‘(79)
The name Hieronitm is found on Rhodes stamps, and also on stamps of
unknown centers.(Sl) It is interesting that a stamp with an analogous
name was found in the Athenian Agora and was assigned by Grace to

(82)°

the group of undetermined centers. From the author's description,
it belongs to a handle of rather considerable dimensions, of red
clay, with a grayish tinge in the inner part.

It is striking that all the small "single-barreled" handles with
stamps which ought probably to be regarded as Cos ones are combined
with a particular form of vessel - a miniature amphora, orhgﬁiﬁé.

It will be well to devote attention to this circumstance for the
future; perhaps £he form of the vessel will help in distinguishing
(83)

a Cos group of stamps on "single-barreled" handles.

(83) Upon acquainting ourselves with the unpublished stamps from
the Mirmekia and Tiritaka excavations which are preserved in the LOIA
we found that here too there were stamps which should be associated
with the Cos group, among the stamps impressed on "single-barreled"
handles, Thus, for example, on the handle of a vessel from Mirmekia
(M/47, No. 304} there is impressed (in abbreviated form) the name

of
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of Diodoros, enclosed within an elongated oval frame, coinciding
in shape with the Cos ones. An analogous name with the same

abbreviation is presented also by E.M. Stayerman. From the char-
acter of the clay the handle is closest to the Cos amphoras, but

the surface is better worked, and apparently it was not covered
with a coating,

The material of the rese;voir gupploments the quantity of
already known stamps of Cos gfi&ihﬁ, and in addition it constitutes
new arguments in favor of the judgment expressed by E.M.Stayerman
as regards the stamps on certain "single=barreled" handles.

The stamp of the astynomos Aischinés on a fragment:of tile has
been rather well preserved. The character of the stamp, its paleo-
graphic peculiarities, and the emblem (a wreath) correspond to a
stemp pubdished by B.N. Grakov and assigned by him to group I, &%)

By analogy with this published stamp we provisionally restore the
name of the manufacturer as Philokrates.

On a seéond fragment of tile the stamp has been p;::zrved in
very fragmentary fashion. Only the ending of the nameskux come down
to us; the emblems are a bunch of grapes and an ear of grain (Plate
SXIV, 405). It is interesting that the formula follows the third
variant, which according to B.N, G rakov is rather rarely encountered
in general. The stamp was in four lines, i.e. it comprised also
the patronymic of the astynomos,

The most interesting stamp on tile is that with the name of
the astynomos Philo, The inscription is arranged along the sides
of a rectangle, and the emblem (an ear of wheat) is placed in the

B,N,
Grakov offers two names with this ending: the manufacturer Demos-
thenes and the manufacturer Kallisthenes.

as the ending on our stamp clearly points to the genitive case,
we should assume the name Kallisthenes., But the ending does not
correspond to the data furnished by B.N. Grakov. Here we are
faced with an ending of the name not according to the first de-
clension, but still in the old form, according to the third
declension,

The stamp found in the reservoir offers a new combination
of the name of the astynomos Philo Imwmki of Group I with a
manufacturer of Group 1I, which confirms the proposition of
B.N, Grakov to the effect that one should preferably assign
astynomes of Group I upon stamps with the inséription around

Some Sinope stamps found in the reservolir, as we see, supplement

what we had known earlier about the stamps of #kx Sinope. It is

charafteristic that while the fragments of tile are represented by
early examples, the stamps on amphora handles are associated with
Group VI, in part with Group V, i.e, they relate to the latest
period of the stamping of amphoras.

In his work on the Sinope astynomous stamps published in 1929
B.N.Grakov determined the chromological frontier for Group VI as
being the end of the IInd and beginning of the Ist century BC
We are aware that at present B.N, Grakof has in part revised the
data earlier established by him and that he does not carry the
last group beyond the limits of the IInd century BC.(92) Thus the
latest Sinope stamps from the reservoir are also dated within the

bounds of the second half of the second century BC,

The remaining ceramic material, among which there were
individual fragments from an earlier time, also relates in its
preponderant mass to the second half of the IIIrd and first half
of the ITnd century BC, We have reached these conclusions basing
our views upon comparisons with the materials of the Athens Agora
cisterns. As we are aware, Thompson succeeded in establishing
narrow chronological limits for five complexes of cisterns dated
within the *ange of the ITIrd - IInd centuries BC‘136). He relates

Coin No. 441, with a representatio n of Boristhenes, is of
the IIIrd century BC(.ﬁ?}Coin No. 688 belongs to the same century.
Coin No. 130 - wlth a representation of the bust of Apollo facing
right, with a representation of a dophin behind the head, on the
reverse an eagle upon a dg&hin, dates from 220-200 BCj coin No.
200 with a representation of a bust of Artemis facing right and
a dolphin to xxhuimximftm the left dates from the middle of the IInd
century C. Thus of the four coins that can be identified three
go back to the IIIrd century BC and the latest one to the middle
of the IInd century BC. This can hardly be owing to mere chances.
It is interesting that the mere two coins found in the Siham
temamox cistern of the Olbia temenos, the material of whiech is
very close to that of the reservolr, also date from autime about

the middle of the IInd century BC.(tﬁ

The coins of the middle of the IInd eentury BC bear witness

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to the fact that the filling of the reservoir cannot have gone
far beyond the limits of the first half of the IInd century BC,

Thus the preponderant quantity of the material from the
reservoir relates to a period covering the time from the last
quarter of the IIIrd century BC up to the middle of the IInd
century BC, and only a very insignificant part of the materials
may belong to a later time, yet not later than the IInd century
BC, On this account one must acknowledge that the reservolr was
filled up in the second half of the IInd century BC,; most pro-
bably in the 30's or 2@fm 20's of that century. '

In the light of the new materials it becomes evident that
the brown-lacquer saucers from clstern E of the Athens Agora,

For a long time Koan stamps fell under the categary af
stamps of unknown centers, and the similarity of their clay to
that of Rhodian amphoras led, at times, to wrong conclusions
about their origin.’ Maiuri was the first to single out the stamps
on the double-barrelled amphora handles and to determine theis
Foan originj'ﬁlthaugh Eoan wine was sufficiently wide=zprezad in
arntiguity, double-iarrelled amphora harmdles with stamps are found
relatively rarely in the northerr Elack Sea coast.??

In the publication af ceramic shtamps from TR ragj
E.M. Schtaerman raises the possibility that the Bgampa on single-
parreled amphora handles may belong to FHos, and she cites rather
weighty arguments in favor of ker cpinion.?3 A

.M, Schtasrman noted that among bhe stamps found at Tﬁmra,
Foan ones make up & considerable percentage, and 30 such stamps
carry the name of Esenocritos. [t is curious to note that part of
the stamps was imprinted on double-barrelled handles, part on
single-barrelled ones that wers "very similar to Rhodian ones,
only significantly thinner, as if constituting a single-barrel of
a Koan handle.?4

Although the handles differ in shape {(double— and sirgle-
harrelled ones), the commonality of names, the same types of
abbreviations, as well as the shape of the stamp as a narrow,
Rlongated oval, force one, in the opinion of the author, to join
them into one group.

E.M. Schtaerman supplemented the concluszions received as a
result of processing the Fhisian material with the materials
present in the manuscript IFE III. She arrived at the conclusion
that they also give a number of coincidences in the names an
double—-barrelled and thin single-barrelled handles. The stamps
are similar in shape, character of writing and =smhlems, amang
which predominate the club, the caduceus, and the flower.
Schtaerman compiled a rather large list of names on amphora
handles, which she determined to be Epan.

We dwelled on the work of E. Schtaerman in detzil because she
was the first to pose the question of the EHoan origin of a number
af stamps on the single-barrelled thin amphora handles, which
until the present time have been ascribed to the category of
stampe on unknown origin. The study of stamps from the Qlbia
reservoir led us to the conclusion that several stamps on thin
trandles should be considered Hcan.

83. Having familiarized ourselves with the unpublished stampe from
the excavations at Mirmekia and Tiritaki, stored at LOIA, we found
that here too among the stamps imprinted on single-barrellesd
handles there are stamps which should be compared to the Hoan
group.  Thus, for example, on a handle of a vessel from Mirmekia
