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MY TRIP AROUND THE WORLD

Europe

During eight long years, from 1951 to 1958,
the American State Department refused to renew
my passport because of my publicly expressed
dissenting views on domestic and foreign policy.
Finally I sued Secretary of State John Foster
Dulles in order to regain my natural right to
travel, regardless of my political and economic
opinions. I automatically won my suit and ob-
tained my precious passport in June 1958, fol-
lowing the U. S. Supreme Court’s liberal passport
decision in the Rockwell Kent case.

Since I had not been able to travel across the
seas for so long, I decided to make up for lost
time and to circle the globe. Then, too, as a
Humanist philosopher I have taught that the
supreme ethical goal in life ought to be the hap-
piness, freedom and progress of all mankind, re-
gardless of nation, race or religion; but there was
a lot of mankind I had never met face to face.
And I viewed my six months world tour as a
chance to come into closer contact with distant
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countries and peoples, especially in the Far East,
where I had not been before.

So, on the first day of spring, 1959—surely a
day of happy omen—my wife and I set sail from
New York on La Liberté across the Atlantic. For
me the seven-day voyage was a rebirth into free-
dom. And when at last I glimpsed once more the
familiar coasts of France and England, I felt that
I was re-discovering much that had become, in
many journeys of the past, an essential part of
my being.

It was the greatest pleasure for me to return
to England, a land of happy memories for me
and one where I have many good friends. It was
a delight just to stroll along the streets of London
and through the splendid parks of that city. The
English accent is always music to my ears, and
I loved simply to listen to the English people
talking together as I passed them by or they
passed me by while I sat in the sun on a park
bench, looking out upon places where not so
long ago Hitler’s bombers were creating havoc.
Most of the war’s debris has been cleared away,
but even today a number of burnt-out squares
remain as silent monuments to a determination
that “it must not happen again.”

Our little hotel on Half Moon Street was less
than a block from lovely Green Park, which runs
into Hyde Park, famous not only for its wide
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green lawns, but also as a free-speech center
where radicals and dissenters and even crackpots
can talk their heads off with no interference
from the public authorities. There ought to be
a Hyde Park of free speech in every city of the
world, including our own United States. And as
I listened to these orators in London’s Hyde
Park, I couldn’t help reflecting how much better
Great Britain had preserved its civil liberties
since the end of the Second World War than
had America. To be sure, during this period
occasional violations of free speech have taken
place in Britain, but the country has experienced
nothing comparable to the far-reaching suppres-
sions of our McCarthy era, the consequences of
which are still etched deep in almost every sector
of American life. _

While I was in London, Parliament was in
session, and I went over to the House of Com-
mons two or three times to lunch with some of
my friends in the British Labor Party. It was
especially pleasant drinking coffee with them on
the beautiful Commons Terrace overlooking the
Thames and with a fine view up and down the
river. We discussed at length the political situ-
ation.

I was particularly impressed by the program
of the Victory for Socialism Council, led by
Labor M.P.’s such as Harold Davies, Stephen
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Swingler, and Konni Zilliacus. This forward-
looking group wants the Labor Party to become
more militant in its socialist program; and to
declare itself in favor of Britain’s unilaterally
halting both the further testing of nuclear weap-
ons and also their manufacture. But the con-
servative leadership of the Party has rejected
these proposals and has been soft-pedaling many
important issues. That is one of the main reasons
why the Conservative Party won such a sweep-
ing victory in the general election of October
1959. As Mr. Zilliacus summed up the trouble,
“Before we can beat the Tories in the country,
we must beat the Tories in the Labor Party.”

During our last weekend in England my wife
and I made a pilgrimage to Oxford University
where I studied at New College in 1924-25, That
was one of the best years of my life. It was a
joy to wander again around the University and
to visit my old haunts. The New College garden,
bounded on one side by the old city wall built
many centuries ago, is as quiet and lovely a
place as can be found anywhere. And in éen—
eral the gardens of the 25 or so colleges that
make up the University are unexcelled in their
beauty, and give to one a rare sense of isolation
from the outside world. As everyone knows, the
creation and care of gardens in England have
long since achieved the status of high art.

From Oxford we drove out ten miles into the
rolling countryside to call on Mr. and Mrs. John
Masefield, two of the oldest and best friends of
my family. Mr. Masefield met us at the door of
his house and was most cordial. He invited in
the lady taxi driver to have some tea, but she
declined. John Masefield, Poet Laureate of Eng-
land and 81 years old, is in vigorous health and
still turning out first-rate poetry. Only recently
he began to make very successful vocal record-
ings of his poems. I don’t know anyone who has
a finer voice for reading aloud.

Although I am hardly a conservative in poli-
tics and economics, I do happen to be one as
regards poetry, and still prefer poems that rhyme
or scan. I was glad to find that here Mr. Mase-
field on the whole agreed with me. He said that
our contemporary poetry in England and Amer-
ica lacks discipline and form. He likes very little
of it and feels that current poets no longer
dwell on themes of love and nobility. I consider
Tohn Masefield one of the truly great men I have
known. The simplicity, honesty and ruggedness
of his character, together with his continuing
vitality, remind me of America’s own dean of
poets, Robert Frost. -

I could go on indefinitely discussing England
and the English, a wonderful country and a
wonderful people: But in this pamphlet I have
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space only to describe some of the highlights of
my long trip. And so I now turn to the continent
and especially Italy.

After spending a few days in Paris, ever a joy
to the traveler, we relaxed at Nice on the French
Riviera. Then on one long rugged day, with
sensational views every few minutes, we drove
the entire distance to Florence—along the Medi-
terranean Cote d’Azur, past the cliffs of Monaco,
into northern Italy with its steep and mountain-
ous roads, and finally down into the Florentine
plain.

We stayed three weeks in Florence, which is
of course one vast treasure-house of art. Our
hotel room looked out over the River Arno to
colorful hills where we could see the old city
wall and towers that Michelangelo helped to
construct back in the sixteenth century. Below
us, along the River walk, strolled the people of
Florence—buoyant and uninhibited. There were
young couples with their arms around each
other, old couples enjoying the sun and children
skipping along. At our open window we had a
splendid balcony seat to watch the world go by.
And every so often a singer with a guitar would
saunter past and serenade us.

With Florence as headquarters, we made ex-
peditions in all directions to Italy’s marvelous
hill towns such as Siena, San Gemignano, Vol-
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terra, Perugia, and Assisi. As you approach these
magic cities from a distance, you see their grace-
ful towers rising far away, then disappearing and
reappearing according to the curve of the road
and the structure of the Tuscan hills. We were
living in a pervasive atmosphere of beauty where
the loveliness of nature was continually merging
with that of human creation. The hills and val-
leys were lush and green; and as twilight ap-
proached a golden glow suffused everything.
The history of this region is absorbing, but it
often makes you sad. For the city states of Italy,
at the height of their artistic flowering during the
Renaissance, were continually assaulting one an-
other. Not only were irreplaceable works of art
ravaged during this period, but the flower of
Italian manhood was killed off. Coming to a
much later era, stiff fighting took place in and
around Florence during the Second World War
when the U. S. Army was driving out the Nazis.
The retreating Germans shelled the bridges
across the Arno and smashed all of them except
the famed Ponte Vecchio. At this moment art
lovers held their breath to see whether the Ger-
mans would bombard the rest of the city. It did
not havpen, but it was a close call. War is a
terrible destroyer of the good and the beautiful.
The next highlight is Greece, all of it. This
historic land was a very special experience for
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me, because I had never gone there before and
because as a philosopher I was fascinated at
seeing the places where Socrates, Plato and
Aristotle walked, talked and lectured. We stayed
in Greece several weeks and made Athens our
headquarters. At least every other day we went
up to the Acropolis, wandered through the half-
ruined structures built in the Golden Age of
Pericles, viewed from every angle the architec-
tural miracle of the Parthenon, and looked out
between its white marble columns, designed by
Phidias, to the city lying below and to the shin-
ing sea in the distance. It was all the sheerest
aesthetic ecstasy. And it continued even into the
hours of darkness, for every so often the Par-
thenon was lighted up at night and we could see
it from the streets of Athens.

We made many exciting explorations to cities
such as Delphi, Corinth, Mycenae and Sunion,
where on a headland an ancient and perfectly
proportioned temple to Poseidon stands out dra-
matically. In Don Juan Lord Byron referred to
Sunion’s “marble steep”; and we saw there his
signature carved into a marble pillar. Then came
our five-day boat trip through the Greek Islands
of the Aegean Sea, an adventure into the living
past and the enthralling present, centering around

legend-crusted isles like Crete and Rhodes and
Delos.
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As in Italy we were constantly drinking in vast
panoramas of history along with the sublime art
and the natural beauty. I took particular satis-
faction in going out to the battlefield of Mara-
thon and reconstructing from maps just how the
Greeks drove back the Persians in 490 B.C. Here
I held up a whole busload of hurrying American
tourists when I insisted on stopping to see the
swamp that protected the Athenian right wing
against a Persian cavalry charge. One plump
angry lady in the bus demanded that a vote
should be taken as to whether I be permitted to
look at the swamp. For once I did not wait upon
the democratic process, but quickly got out of
the bus. There was a plaque at the edge of the
ancient swamp, and I thought it would tell more
about the battle. Instead, it stated that some
years ago the area had been filled in as a
mosquito-breeding hazard through the funds of
John D. Rockefeller, Jr.!

In Greece even more than in Italy the ravages
of innumerable wars are apparent. Athens, Sparta
and the other Greek city states were at one
another’s throats most of the time. The Persians
sacked much of the country; and later came
barbarian invasions from the north. The most
hideous war episode of all was in 1687 when
the Turks placed a powder magazine inside the
Parthenon, and the attacking Venetians scored
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a direct hit on the building with a mortar shell.
This transformed the larger part of the Parthe-
non into a shambles. War is the most frightful
enemy of art as of every other human value.

Yet despite the fact that almost all the archi-
tectural splendors of Greece, and much of its
ancient sculpture, have been badly battered
because of physical violence or plain neglect,
what remains is so magnificent that we have in
this small kingdom perhaps the greatest concen-
tration of artistic glories in the world. And when
I saw American bombers zooming over Athens
from the U. S. military airfield nearby and heard
talk about setting up a base for long-range bal-
listic missiles in Greece, I suddenly conceived
the idea that the United Nations, with of course
the agreement of the Greeks, should declare
Greece an International Art Sanctuary and a
permanently neutral state, something like Switz-
erland.

It would be under special U.N. protection,
until the danger of war had passed away for all
the nations of the earth. Let the United States,
the Soviet Union and the rest keep hands off
and place Greece outside the realm of power
politics! Then this unique country that marked
the birthplace of Western culture would carry
on in lasting peace as a great Art Sanctuary, an
enduring shrine of Beauty where art lovers,
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students and ordinary travelers could go forever
for inspiration and aesthetic enjoyment.

From Athens I took a small but comfortable
steamship to Istanbul, passing through the
Dardanelles and sailing across the Sea of Mar-
mora. At Istanbul I could look out from my
hotel window across the Bosphorus to the green-
clad hills of Asia Minor. But I must not stop
here to describe what I saw and did during my
two days’ stay in Turkey’s capital, nor to enter
into my even more interesting weekend in
Warsaw on my way to Soviet Russia.

The Soviet Union

In our long trip around the world we naturally
spent considerable time in the Soviet Union
where we had not been since 1938. Shortly after
my return to America in that year I wrote: “It
is my own feeling that the Soviet people are
well-nigh invincible in an economic, moral and
military sense. From without, Soviet Socialism
can undoubtedly be set back, but hardly de-
stroyed. . . . The very fact that, over a territory
far larger than the United States and non-Russian
Hurope combined, Socialist economic planning
has for many years been operating on a fairly
efficient basis proves that it can be done.”

Twenty-one years later, in the summer of 1959,
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what I observed in the U.S.S.R. shows clearly
that my earlier expression, “It can be done,” has
become a decided under-statement; now it is
accurate to say that Soviet planning is carried
out on so wide a scale and so successfully that
the whole world, including the most conservative
capitalists and economists, is taking note and
reluctantly recognizing Soviet Russia’s extra-
ordinary achievements. After enormous setbacks
resulting from the Nazi invasion, Soviet Social-
ism has come fully into its own and is operating
with marked effectiveness in almost every sphere.
And Soviet productivity not only proceeds with
practically no unemployment, but is able to sup-
port certain social and cultural accomplishments
that are quite remarkable.

I think especially of Soviet Russia’s socialized
medicine, which capitalist Britain is seeking to
rival; of the U.S.S.R’s impressive educational
system, which has abolished illiteracy and forged
dramatically ahead both in the field of general
education and scientific training; and of recent
technological wonders in the exploration of outer
space and sending rockets to and around the
moon. As to the educational system, it is difficult
to work out exact figures for comparison; but I
believe the soundest estimate available is that
the Soviet Union allocates 10 or 15 per cent of
its national income to education, while the
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United States spends about 3 per cent for the
same purpose.

During June and July my wife and I saw at
first-hand the great progress that has been made
in the U.S.S.R. Moscow was in some ways hardly
recognizable because of the tremendous building
and municipal planning programs that have been
carried through. A whole new city numbering
some 250,000 has been erected on what used
to be the outskirts. Everywhere as we drove
around the Soviet capital there seemed to be
beautiful broad boulevards—twice as wide as
New York’s Park Avenue—and fine new apart-
ment houses. However, when we looked closely
at the apartment houses, it was evident that some
of them had been shoddily constructed and
hurriedly finished to cope with Moscow’s ever
insistent housing needs.

We found that architectural styles had im-
proved little since 1938 and were, with the
notable exception of the unique subway stations,
either drab or grandiose. From our hotel window
we could see six of Moscow’s new skyscrapers,
including the University of Moscow, the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs and two big hotels. The build-
ings looked splendid from a distance, but when
you got close up the gingerbread decorations
became obtrusive. The Soviet authorities them-
selves, including Premier Khrushchev, have be-
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come aware of these various defects; and there
is now under way throughout the country a far-
going movement for the improvement and mod-
ernization of architecture.

While we were in Moscow my wife and I of
course talked with many different types of Soviet
people, especially in the professions. Soviet indi-
viduals did not have the slightest hesitation to
visit with us, or with other American travelers
and foreign visitors in general from capitalist
countries. It was a boom year for tourists in the
U.S.S.R.; and of course among our fellow-tra-
velers were ex-Governor Harriman, Vice-Presi-
dent Nixon, and seven governors of U. S. States
whom we encountered on several occasions. A
record number of Americans—more than 12,000
altogether—visited the Soviet Union during 1959.

One of the persons we saw most of was our
old friend Vladimir Kazakevich, a Russian who
for many years brilliantly taught and lectured in
the United States on Soviet affairs. After the
Cold War began, the U. S. Immigration authori-
ties began to get rough with him; and he chose
to go back to the Soviet Union rather than to
endure insult and persecution from the McCarthy
gang. Mr. Kazakevich has a good job in the
American section of the Institute for World
Economy and International Relations. He is one
of the outstanding Soviet experts on America.
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Another Soviet citizen who greatly impressed
us was Professor of Psychology A. R. Luria,
a most able teacher at the University of Moscow.
I was particularly interested in his views on
psychoanalysis. He stated that while most Freud-
ian theories have zero for verification, Soviet
psychologists do not discard psychoanalysis com-
pletely. They do, however, insist on proof for any
psychoanalytic hypothesis. Professor Luria as-
serted that Freud gave too much emphasis to
animalistic and biological factors in man, who
also happens to be a social being.

During the Second World War the Soviet
psychologists and physicians expected a great
deal of neurosis in the Soviet Army and among
the civilian population; but very little developed.
Neurosis comes when there is trauma plus in-
ternal conflict, because you don’t know what to
do. During the war, Professor Luria went on,
there was trauma without much internal conflict
because everyone was part of a group and knew
what to do. The pervading sense of WE through-
out the Soviet Union has been and is a major
factor in holding down to a minimum the inci-
dence of neurosis and the disturbed personality.

Naturally I enjoyed talking with the alert
editors of the Foreign Literature Publishing
House, which in 1958 issued a Russian transla-
tion of my book on American civil liberties,
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Freedom Is as Freedom Does, in an edition of
25,000 copies. Mr. P. A. Chuvikov, the head
editor, told me that this edition sold out quite
quickly; and it was only with some difficulty
that he was able to find two copies for me. After
Mr. Chuvikov had presented me with a hand-
some author’s fee (in rubles), I discussed with
him and his associates the whole question of the
Soviet Union entering into some international
copyright agreement that would cover the rights
of foreign authors in the U.S.S.R. and Soviet
authors abroad. This controversial matter re-
mains in the domain of unfinished business. The
lack of any Soviet copyright accord has aroused
much resentment among foreign writers, many
of whom are not even informed by their Soviet
publisher when one of their works is issued in
the U.S.S.R.

Still another delightful occasion in Moscow
was the bountiful luncheon given us by Ludmilla
Pavlechenko, famous woman sharpshooter who
disposed of about 400 Germans in the Second
World War. She visited the United States in
1942. The party at her comfortable apartment
was warm and gay, with many toasts, both
flippant and serious, drunk in vodka that flowed
somewhat too freely for my limited capacity.
Also present were Miss Pavlechenko’s attractive
husband and several friends.
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One of my most interesting talks was with
Soviet Foreign Minister Andrei Gromyko, whose
office is far up in the new skyscraper where the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs is now situated. I
had known Mr. Gromyko when he was Ambas-
sador to the United States and have always had
a high regard for him. He had just come back
from the Geneva Conference where he had
labored long and arduously. In my opinion Mr.
Gromyko is a most sincere and effective worker
for international peace. It has often been stated
that while the Soviet people really desire peace,
their top leadership—"“the scheming Communists
in the Kremlin”—are secretly plotting war and
aggression. Nothing could be further from the
truth. As my conversation with Mr. Gromyko
showed once more, both leadership and people
in this nation are completely united in their
will for world peace and better American-Soviet
relations. I believe that Premier Khrushchev
convinced a majority of Americans that this is
so on his visit last fall to the United States.

Another current fable about the U.S.S.R. is
that the Soviet people always look serious,
troubled and sad. This is nonsense. We care-
fully observed the Soviet people in their offices
and homes, in restaurants, parks and theatres,
in the subway and on the streets. I have rarely
seen more laughter and gaiety. People in any
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country are likely to look serious and preoccu-
pied when hurrying to or from work; but when
men and women in Soviet Russia relax, they
show as much joie de vivre as individuals any-
where.

Yet another report sometimes appearing in the
American press is that the Soviet Government
has been depriving the people of food and other
consumer goods in order to produce Sputniks,
moon rockets and intercontinental missiles. The
fact is that the planned economic system has
been functioning so well that both technology
and the standard of living have been developing
rapidly in all directions. There is plenty of food
throughout the U.S.S.R. today and the people
look well fed. In fact the food was so tempting
that I myself put on considerable weight. There
are plenty of fine beverages, too. Soviet cham-
pagne compares favorably with some of the best
French champagnes and costs about $3.00 a
bottle. The Government recently reduced the
price by 23 per cent, partly to let it compete
successfully with the more potent vodka. Un-
fortunately, drunkenness is still a problem in
Soviet Russia.,

Obviously, the Soviet Union has not made
nearly as much progress in political democracy
as in other fields. Yet there has been consider-
able relaxation since Stalin died and especially
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since Nikita Khrushchev became Premier, As
Averell Harriman pointed out in a 1959 news-
paper series on the U.S.S.R., the political prison-
ers in the concentration camps have been freed
and have been rehabilitated into useful work.
During my stay in Soviet Russia, I heard a good
many criticisms of the Government. However,
the Soviets have a long way to go to establish
full civil liberties as we English-speaking peoples
understand the term. The first step here should
be the implementation of the 1936 Constitution,
which specifically states: “The citizens of the
US.S.R. are guaranteed by law freedom of
speech, freedom of the press, freedom of assem-
bly, including the holding of mass meetings,
freedom of street processions and demonstra-
tions.”

My wife and I have always been a bit nervous
about traveling by airplane; and so we felt some
trepidation as we boarded the big Soviet TU 104
to go from Moscow to Tashkent on our first jet
flight. We did not need to worry. For the Soviet
jet operated smoothly and efficiently all the way.

We had long wanted to make a trip to the
southernmost section of Soviet Central Asia, both
to see the magnificent architectural beauties of
the Moslem culture that so long dominated this
area and also to study the functioning of the
Soviet minorities policy in an enormous region
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where five major Turco-Tatar people intermingle
with one another and with the Russians. We
were able to fulfil our two main purposes during
our fortnight’s stay in Tashkent, capital of the
Uzbek Republic, with side-trips in a 200-mile
radius to such places as fabulous Samarkand,
ancient capital of Tamerlane’s earth-shaking em-
pire, and the Fergana Valley, where a network
of irrigation canals has transformed former des-
ert lands into a most fertile agricultural district.

Wherever we went in Central Asia there
seemed to be ample food, as in the Moscow
area. In the towns and cities crowds of people
were busy buying the abundant consumer goods
that are available in the stores. The general
standard of life, including the spheres of edu-
cation and health, is fairly high in this vast
region where before the 1917 Revolution a pri-
marily nomadic and Moslem population main-
tained a precarious existence in poverty and
squalor, ever facing the depredations of drought,
famine and epidemic disease.

From everything we could observe, the dif-
ferent peoples in Uzbekistan all live together on
a plane of equality, with the old racial prejudices
and discriminations almost completely elimi-
nated. Among the 444 deputies chosen for the
Supreme Soviet of the Uzbek Republic in the
last election held early in 1959, thirteen sepa-

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rate nationalities were represented. The most
important minority is the Russian, with 62 repre-
sentatives,

Another important fact to keep in mind is that
out of the 444 deputies elected, 129 were women.
This bears out our impression that in this huge
territory the female sex, traditionally held in
bondage there by the Moslem male, has made
immense strides towards equality with men. Not
only has polygamy been abolished by law, but
also 99 percent of the women have discarded
the heavy, long, black horse-hair veil which for
centuries the Mohammedan religion demanded
that all females should wear outside the home.

In Uzbekistan we enjoyed meeting and min-
gling with the dark-skinned and half-Oriental
Uzbeks who make up the overwhelming majority
in this land. They are a delightful and handsome
people, with mobile, expressive faces, and the
Uzbek children are a delight to watch. The girls
wear their hair in two long braids hanging down
their backs, and their dresses are brilliantly
colored. The youngsters were frolicking every;-
where like kids in any other country. Since it
was extremely hot, with the temperature ranging
from 85 to 95 degrees Fahrenheit, one of my
favorite recreations was to go swimming in Lake
Komsomol, in the city’s biggest park, where I
was able to relax with the Uzbek youth at play.
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One of our most enjoyable afternoons in
Uzbekistan was when we went to inspect the
big Sverdlov Collective Farm (cotton) just out-
side Tashkent. We found it highly mechanized
and operating most efficiently. After we had
walked around for quite a while in the broiling
sun, with the Chairman of the Collective as our
guide, we retired to a shady veranda where they
served us “tea” consisting of a small portion of
green tea and very large portions of vodka,
champagne and plov, a national Uzbek dish of
meat and rice. The Chairman of the Collective
raised his small vodka glass and proposed a
toast to American-Soviet friendship. “Bottoms
up,” he said. Since my wife and I had chosen
champagne, it was a bit difficult for us to drain
our larger glasses. Nevertheless, we did it and
then went gaily on to the next glass as I offered
a toast to World Peace.

We drank a lot of other genial toasts, and a
final one to the continued success of the Sverdloy
Farm. Each time the Chairman repeated, “Bot-
toms up”; and we maintained the pace as best
we could. At the end of the “tea” my wife and
I and an American newspaper woman present
had consumed two whole bottles of Soviet cham-
pagne! It is testimony to the high quality of that
wine that none of us got either a headache or
hangover.
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Another afternoon we went to the most im-
portant mosque in Tashkent and witnessed an
outdoor Moslem Prayer Service. At a Moslem
religious service the men and women are segre-
gated, and on this occasion all of the women
were out of sight in the back somewhere. So we
walked through the midst of some 1,000 silent,
bearded Mohammedan males to the chairs re-
served for our small party. Almost all these men
were native Uzbeks, many of them very hand-
some and some, with shaved heads or bald
heads, resembling Yul Brynner. It was a real
thrill to hear the Muezzin call out repeatedly in
a high-pitched voice, “Allah is great,” and to see
each worshipper, kneeling on his little prayer
rug, bow down his head to the ground. I have
never been so close to Allah before!

After the service the Mufti, head of the
Moslem religion throughout Soviet Central Asia,
gave us tea, fruit and lamb stew at a beautifully
set table. We asked him many questions. He said
the Moslems had complete freedom of worship
in Soviet Russia, that they trained young men to
be mullahs in special seminaries and freely dis-
tributed the Koran at the mosques. The Mufti
was a dignified, charming man with seven chil-
dren and five grandchildren. He was very sin-
cerely concerned about world peace.

The Mufti explained that according to the
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Koran, the Moslem religion, wherever it is func-
tioning, should cooperate with the established
government. He and his associates, he told us,
are cooperating with the Soviet Government and
are on good terms with it. This is also the atti-
tude of the Eastern Orthodox Church, by far the
most powerful religious body in the U.S.S.R.
The patriotic services of this Church during the
Second World War led to greatly improved
relations between religion and state in Soviet
Russia. The Orthodox Church now actually sup-
ports the socialist economic system, which it
does not find inconsistent with Christianity. The
Soviet Government, on its part, has eliminated
most of the crude anti-religious propaganda that
was carried on until the Nazi invasion in 1941.

Towards all the people we saw in Uzbekistan
I felt a deep warmth and should like to have
remained among them indefinitely. But we had
set out to circumnavigate the globe and had to
move on. On our last afternoon we signed our
names in the Tashkent guest book of Intc wrist,
the official Soviet travel agency. By coincidence
on the opposite page there was a statement
signed by the seven American governors, who
had left the day before, July 13. What they said
is interesting:

On this day the undersigned have concluded
a three-day stay in Tashkent, vital and inspiring

capital of the Uzbek Republic. The warm friend-
ship which has been extended to us by the
people at every hand, the exemplary courtesy of
all public officials, make us fecl that our stay
has been constructive. It will always remain in
our memories as one of the most enjoyable ex-
periences of our lifetime. We leave Uzbek and
Tashkent with every wish for the protection of
the ancient charm which has been so manifest
and at the same time the continued business
progress which has also been most conspicuous.

Before breakfast on July 14 we drove out to
the Tashkent airport and took another Soviet
jet, this time bound for India. Reflecting on my
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trip through the U.S.S.R., I felt more convinced
than ever that this socialist country run by Com-
munists—with all its defects past and present
—is a country with which the United States
can and should cooperate in normal international
trade, intercultural exchange, the banning of
nuclear weapons, general disarmament and the
establishment of enduring world peace. The
US.A. and the U.S.S.R. will continue to dis-
agree fundamentally on issues of economics and
politics; but such disagreements need not stand
in the way of peaceful, though competitive, co-
existence between the capitalist and Communist
blocs.

India

On a very hot morning in the middle of July
my wife and I stepped into a Soviet jet at
Tashkent and took off for Delhi, We flew over
the towering Tien Shan, meaning “Celestial
Mountains,” over a part of Communist China’s
Sinkiang Province that juts out between the
US.S.R. and India, then over the Himalayas
themselves with their soaring, snowcapped peaks
stretching out for hundreds of miles on either
side, and finally down to our destination on
India’s wide northern plain. It was the most
thrilling trip by air that we had ever made.

To reach Delhi took only about three hours.
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As we struggled through the Indian customs and
out to a taxi, no less than six porters in51sFed
on helping us to carry our seven bags—_—a sign
of the immense poverty that burdens Ind{a—and
I felt obliged to tip each one. The situation was
in striking contrast to our experiences in Soviet
Russia where tipping is now definitely frowned
upon and where, having been rebuffed on sev-
eral occasions, I finally gave up this pernicious
custom altogether for the remainder of my stay
in the U.S.S.R.

Delhi became the capital of India only in
1931; and the section that functions as the seat
of government is known as New Delhi. It is a
spacious and well-planned city, with fine gov-
ernment buildings, parks and apartment houses.
The older section of the city, Old Delhi, where
we spent much of our time, is more picturesque
than the new part and also contains the chief
slums in the metropolitan area. The appalling
poverty of the Indian people was readily ap-
parent to us when we walked or drove through
the streets and alleys of Old Delhi. On every
hand there were wretched beggars, both young
and old, some of them quite disfigured. It is a
horrible fact that beggar parents in this Eastern
country will sometimes mutilate their children
in order to make their begging more effective.

In Old Delhi, too, we saw at first-hand the
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meaning of cow worship in India. Often a cow
would saunter across a main street along which
we were driving in a taxi; the taxi would then
have to make a detour, especially if the cow
decided to lie down. When we were walking on
the sidewalk, frequently a cow would be smack
in our path. We watched cows calmly munching
vegetables from vegetable stalls along the street;
the owners could not interfere because the cow
is a sacred animal and must be fed. Over all of
India wander literally millions of cows, a large
proportion of them diseased. They have the right
of way over both human beings and vehicles.

There are also plenty of bulls on the loose.
A professor who had taught at the University
of Calcutta told me that one day a big bull
wandered onto the campus. No one was pleased,
but no one dared to prevent a sacred animal
from munching the grass. A week or so later the
bull charged and gored a student who was
riding a bicycle through the campus. The young
man almost died. Only then did somebody gently
usher the bull off the university grounds, still
free to roam and gore at will. There have been
many instances of such bulls killing Indian men
and women.

When we had tea with Malcolm MacDonald,
British High Commissioner to India and son of
England’s first Labor Premier, Ramsay Mac-
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Donald, he told us that the cow situation had
become worse since the establishment of Indian
Independence in 1947. While the British were
still in control, they did not interfere with cow
worship; but neither did they encourage it
Shortly after Independence, however, the right
wing of the Congress Party forced through a law
prohibiting the killing of cattle throughout the
whole of India. Monkeys, too, are sacred animals
and constitute a destructive nuisance in many
parts of the country.

Cow worship is of course closely tied up with
the belief in reincarnation, which is a funda-
mental doctrine in the Hindu religion. The
Hindus—and there are approximately 320 million
of them out of India’s 400 million population—
are reluctant to take the life of any animal. They
think that if you kill a cow, you may in effect
be killing your grandmother or some other de-
ceased relative.

Indian cow worship and the law against the
slaughter of cattle prevent the utilization of what
could be a very substantial source of fresh meat.
This is a major reason why the vast majority of
Indians are undernourished. Furthermore, the
cows and monkeys eat tons and tons of food that
ought to be going to human beings. T know of
no other nation where the dominant religion has
such a direct and deleterious effect on nutrition
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and health as in India.

When I visited Calcutta, I witnessed aspects
of Hinduism that clearly belong in the category
of primitive religion. One Saturday morning I
went to the temple of the Goddess Kali, an
important Hindu deity who has three eyes:
one each for the past, the present and the future.
In the stone courtyard of the temple, fire wor-
ship and animal sacrifice were going on. One
Hindu family after another came in leading a
little bleating goat and turned it over to the
burly executioner. He pinioned the struggling
animal in a sort of guillotine and quickly cut
off its head with a big sharp knife. The head
and the body fell to the pavement, and blood
gushed out over the stones. Then a priest stepped
forward, dipped his forefinger into the goat’s
blood and put a red blood mark on the middle
of the forehead of each worshipper, including
small children.

An old woman squatting nearby took over
the head of each goat and cut away, for the
priests of the temple, the parts suitable to eat.
Dogs lapped up the pools of blood: and the
sacrificer carried home the body of the goat to
cat. For the Hindus the goat represents animal
passion. When you sacrifice him, that symbolizes
winning control over your own passions, killing
them, as it were. After I had watched about
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five or six goats being sacrificed, I felt I couldn’t
stand any more.

So I walked out of the temple grounds and
down the street outside. It was lined with
beggars, some of them stark naked, secki_ng a]m.S
from the crowds who come to worship Kali.
When four or five of these beggars spotted me
as a foreigner and literally surrounded me, I
broke into a run in order to escape.

Of course there is much that is splendid Elb()l.lt
India, including its magnificent art and historlq
buildings. The incomparable beauty of the Taj
Mahal can scarcely be exaggerated. Then there
is this nation’s firm stand for world peace and
disarmament throughout the postwar period, the
intellectual alertness of its educated class and
the economic aspirations embodied in the Five-
Year Plans that the Government has been carry-
ing through in order to raise the standard of
living and advance towards socialism. The
Second Five-Year Plan started in April 1956, and
runs through March 1961.

But the economic and social problems are so
formidable that I do not see how Prime Minister
Nehru, whom I admire as one of the leading
statesmen of this country, and his Congress Party
are going to solve them. The population of this
subcontinent is increasing at the rate of at least
seven million a year; and birth control is making
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only slight progress. One of Nehru's Cabinet
ministers was recently quoted as saying that dur-
ing the next decade probably some 15 million
Indians would starve to death. That is one well-
known way in which economic problems are
“solved.”

Although Prime Minister Nehru and the Con-
gress Party are formally committed to the estab-
lishment of democratic socialism, the Indians I
talked with told me that to a considerable de-
gree only lip service is being paid to this aim.
The Congress Party has not been militant in
pushing through its economic and social pro-
grams, and many of its members are conspicu-
ous for their apathy and lassitude. While my
Indian friends did not look upon the Com-
munist Party as the solution, they thought that
the best hope for the ultimate success of Nehru
and his associates was for them to acquire some
of the militancy characteristic of the Com-
munists.

As Walter Lippmann has put it, what is
needed above all in India is “the organized
pressures of a popular movement under govern-
ment leadership so dynamic and so purposeful
that it can inspire people to do voluntarily the
kinds of things that in Communist China are
done by compulsion.” (New York Herald Tribune,
December 11, 1959.)
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A first priority for a truly militant policy on
the part of the Congress Party would be the
elimination of the graft that is widespread
throughout governmental administration, both at
the federal and the state level. Another priority
would be the general institution of elementary
efficiency. As Arthur Bonner, CBS correspondent
who has lived in India for more than five years,
states in his informative article, “India’s Masses,”
“entering a government office is like stepping
back fifty years or more. There are few filing
cabinets and paper clips. Papers are attached
by a string threaded through a hole in one
corner and then wrapped in a folder tied to-
gether by another string. A code letter is pinned
to the cover, and the name of the file is reg-
istered in a ledger. The file is then tossed on a
shelf along with mounds of others. The registers
are tossed somewhere else, and how any file
is ever found again is a wonder.” (The Atlantic,
October 1959, p. 50.)

Looking back now on my globe-circling tour,
I feel that my experiences in India were the
most significant of the whole trip. For in no
major country had I ever seen before such
dreadful poverty, such a disease-ridden people,
such backward religion and such abysmal and
widespread ignorance. To me as an American
the whole situation was a great shock, and a
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valuable shock. And it made me understand
more fully the 1917 Communist Revolution in
Russia and the 1949 Communist Revolution in
China, since in those two countries living con-
ditions for the masses of the people were similar
to what exists in India today.

When the Chinese Communists won power
in 1949, living standards were even worse in
China than in India. A United Nations Statistical
Bulletin, National and per Capita Incomes, 70
Countries, 1949, estimates the per capita income
in India, in dollar equivalents, as $57, as com-
pared with China’s $27. These estimates do not
of course tell the whole story about comparative
standards of living, but there is no doubt that
the Chinese level had been declining, owing to
disastrous floods, wide-scale famine, civil war
and international war.

The important point is that when a people
numbering tens of millions or hundreds of mil-
lions, lives generation after generation in misery
and' semi-starvation, it is not difficult to com-
prehend why they may eventually explode into
revolutionary violence in hopes that a new socio-
economic system will provide for their basic
needs and give them a better chance to enjoy
the good things of this life. News of the dramatic
economic upsurge in mainland China over the
past decade is not only reaching the Indian in-
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tellectuals, but is also seeping through to the
masses of the population. And unless India’s
Five-Year Plans bring about more rapid prog-
ress than at present, the example of Communist
China will steadily grow more persuasive among
the Indians and other peoples of the East.

Another point that India brought into focus
for me was the whole relation between a coun-
try’s economic system and the functioning of
démocracy. Political democracy in India today
is weak and faltering, with Prime Minister
Nehru frequently playing the role of an all-
wise father. Max Lerner, commenting recently
on the military dictatorships that have taken
over in the Middle East and Southeastern Asia,
stated: “The deeper truth is that most of the
new Asian nations simply do not have the eco-
nomic, political, administrative and social base
on which a functioning democracy can yet be
built. We are learning these days that a lasting
democracy is the end-product of a long process
of development, in which men learn in their
daily lives to value and trust each other as equal
persons, and leaders and administrators are
trained to give them direction.” (New York
Post, October 23, 1959, p. 42.)

What I want to stress in this picture is the
economic base as affecting the educational pre-
requisites for democracy. While I was in India
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I kept thinking of John Dewey’s insistence that
there cannot be properly functioning democratic
institutions unless the people are sufficiently edu-
cated to possess the information and understand-
ing for voting intelligently on public issues.
Nobody can pretend that this is the case in
India. And in this huge country there do not
exist even the material necessities—in the way
of schoolhouses, college buildings, pencils, paper,
book publishing and the wherewithal for teach-
ers’ salaries—adequately to educate the elec-
torate.

Thus 74 per cent of the Indian population
remains illiterate. Only some 50 per cent of the
children 6 to 11 years old attend primary school;
about 10 per cent of children 14 to 17 go to
high school; and a mere 1 per cent of men and
women 17 to 23 are students at colleges or uni-
versities. Turning to other aspects of education
important for political awareness, we find that
the daily circulation of newspapers in India is
3.1 million for a population of over 400 million,
while radio sets number a little more than 1.5
million. TV has been only recently introduced.

Again, reflecting on India’s educational situ-
ation, I saw more clearly not only why right-
wing dictators had been able to seize the
governments in nearby countries with similar
conditions, such as Pakistan, Burma and Thai-
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land, but also why left-wing dictatorships had
come into power in Soviet Russia and China.
This statement leaves unqualified my immense
preference for the use of democratic and peace-
ful procedures everywhere in the world for
effecting economic and social change.

Hong Kong and Japan

From Calcutta I flew on to Bangkok, Sing-
apore and Hong Kong. These are all fascinating
cities, but I have space only to discuss briefly
Hong Kong. Ringed with small mountains and
on a bay studded with numerous enchanting
islands, it is the most beautiful and dramatic
harbor I have ever seen. It even surpasses San
Francisco. Hong Kong boasts a long waterfront
where you can watch Chinese junks and other
boats being loaded and unloaded. Since there
is a lively trade with Communist China, you
can see plenty of Communist boats, flying their
five-star flag, at the docks. On the myriad junks
and sampans— floating communities™ as they are
called—live thousands of families in cramped
and squalid, though picturesque, quarters.

Since the Communist take-over on the Chinese
mainland, more than a million refugees have
flzd over the border to Hong Kong, creating an
enormous problem for the municipal authorities.
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Naturally these refugees are bitterly anti-Com-
munist; but among the city’s original Chinese
population pro-Communist sentiment runs strong,
even among some of the wealthier business men,
who are proud to see China finally a free nation
standing on its own feet and no longer subject
to imperialist aggression and exploitation. Hong
Kong in British hands serves as a valuable trade
outlet and transshipment center for mainland
China.

This British Crown Colony offers tourists a
fine opportunity to buy a vast assortment of in-
triguing Oriental goods at low prices; and I
myself started to purchase a few presents for
my family and friends. Then I was stopped short
by the discovery that the United States Govern-
ment had put into effect a regulation that all
articles, within at least 30 broad classifications,
bought by Americans in Hong Kong would be
confiscated by the U.S. Customs unless the buyer
could obtain from the seller a Certificate of
Origin certifying that the merchandise in ques-
tion did not originate in Communist China or
North Korea.

I was much incensed by this regulation where-
by the American Government pushes its un-
realistic and out-of-date Far Eastern policy to
a ridiculous extreme, interfering with the right
of Americans to buy what they want abroad. T
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also felt surprised that the British Government,
which had reluctantly agreed to the U.S. pro-
cedures, would allow such an infringement of
its sovereignty. The final result was that I bought
very little in Hong Kong.

I remained only five days in Hong Kong, but
it is a place where I would like to spend five
weeks, five months, or indeed five years. From
Kowloon, on the mainland side of the bay, I
drove towards the small Sham Chun River which
denotes the border line with the People’s Re-
public of China, and was able to climb a little
hill that gave me a view of two Communist
towns a mile or so distant. That was the nearest
I got to Communist China. I did not try to enter,
because having only recently obtained a pass-
port, I did not wish to have the U.S. State
Department take it away from me and bar my
traveling abroad for a long time to come.

Early in August I left Hong Kong for Tokyo
on a Pan American Stratocruiser. The weather
was clear as we flew over the Tokyo airport in
the late afternoon, but instead of landing the
plane started to circle. I quickly became aware
that something was wrong; and when, through
a fluke, I heard the captain talking with the
airport about his left landing gear, I realized
that we might be in for real trouble. Finally,
the hostess told the passengers that we must
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prepare for a crash landing, because the left
landing gear might not hold.

A number of passengers were ushered towards
the rear, where 1 happened to be sitting. A
Chinese mother and her two young children
crouched between me and the back of the next
seat. The children were frightened and crying,
but I quieted them somewhat by singing a
couple of American dance tunes. I remained out-
wardly calm, but felt terribly nervous. Then
the plane came in. On the first bump the land-
ing gear held firm; and I said aloud, “It held!”
The flight officer opposite me said, “Wait for
the second bump!” A moment later the second
bump came, and everything was all right. We
had made a perfect landing. As we descended
from the Stratocruiser, I noticed six or seven
fire engines drawn up on the airfield.

In Japan I made Tokyo my headquarters,
staying at the Hotel Imperial and frequenting
especially the spacious and exotic old wing,
which had been designed by architect Frank
Lloyd Wright in the early twenties. I went on
all- d.w trips through beautiful Nikko National

Park and Hakone National Park: and then on
a four-day tour to the lovely temple cities of
Kyvoto and Nara, and the atom bomb city of
Hiroshima.

The Buddhist and Shinto shrines in Japan are

impressive, but as works of art I did not think
that they were as fine as the religious buildings
in Thailand and India. The Buddhists, with their
belief in reincarnation, are a strong and influ-
ential sect in Japan. I was struck by a story in
the newspaper that there would probably be at
least 1,000 suicides throughout the country when
Crown Prince Akihito and his wife have their
first baby. Each of the thousand individuals
concerned is convinced that if he can arrange
to die at the precise moment the baby is born,
his soul will be reincarnated in it, and he will
in effect become a member of the royal family
and perhaps Emperor.

Surprisingly for me, Hiroshima turned out to
be one of the most splendid harbors I ever
visited—surrounded by jagged mountains and
looking off to the colorful islands of Japan’s big
Inland Sea. Since I had taken an active part in
the campaign against nuclear weapons, I was
particularly interested in Hiroshima and explored
it thoroughly in order to obtain as clear an idea
as possible of what happened when a plane of
the U.S. Air Force dropped the first atom bomb
in history upon this city, August 6, 1945.

A party of four Japanese took me around. My
official guide and interpreter had been a soldier
in the Japanese Army and was stationed near
Hiroshima when the bomb struck. The following
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day his unit was sent into the city to render aid.
He gave me innumerable grisly, ghastly details.
Most helpful also was Dr. Ichito Moritaki, Pro-
fessor of Philosophy at Hiroshima University and
Chairman of the Hiroshima Council against A
and H Bombs. He had lost his right eye on
A-bomb day. Two girl students who spoke
English likewise accompanied us. One of them
had been injured when the bomb fell.

I went through three Hiroshima hospitals. The
first was the Atom Bomb Hospital, which ad-
ministers only to patients suffering from the
effects of the original explosion. Now, 14 years
later, scores of people are still coming to this
hospital for treatment every day. I saw many
of them in the waiting room. The Director told
me that in the first eight months of 1959, 27
Japanese A-bomb victims had died.

The second hospital, run by the Atomic Bomb
Casualty Commission and partly supported by
American funds, concentrates on research con-
cerning the effects on human beings of the
A-bomb explosion. It does not try to cure any-
one, but its work is very important in a long-
range sense.

The third hospital I visted is a small private
institution run by Dr. Shima and built on the
ruins of the old Shima Hospital, which hap-
pened to be the absolute center of the atom
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bomb strike. The 50 patients and ten staff mem-
bers that day were simply obliterated in one
minute or less. The hospital itself was completely
destroyed. 1 talked at length with Dr. Shima
himself, who fortunately was operating at a
hospital in the country when the bomb fell. He
told me he came back quickly to Hiroshima to
help his patients, but all he could find was the
charred body of the Head Nurse in the ruins of
his hospital. The fact that the very center of
the bomb’s destructive power was a hospital
ministering to the sick for the preservation of
life seemed to me symbolic of the horror of
nuclear weapons. It is a remarkable coincidence
that at Nagasaki, too, the first direct center of
the American A-bomb attack proved to be a
medical institution, the Nagasaki Medical School.

What I saw and learned at Hiroshima was all
rather grueling to me. And I came away com-
pletely persuaded that the United States made a
terrible mistake in letting loose the A-bombs on
Hiroshima and Nagasaki. In terms of dead, in-
jured, suffering, and long-term effects on human
health, these bombings were the most frightful
military actions perpetrated against civilian
populations in the history of human warfare.

During my three weeks in Japan I came to
like its people very much. I have never known
a people so polite, thoughtful and smiling—so
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pleasant in general. To everyone, including hotel
personnel and taxi drivers, I returned the bows
and smiles with equally deep bows and broad
smiles of my own. I found this sort of give-and-
take an amiable and heart-warming custom.

These Japanese traits I have been describing
have often been ridiculed in the United States,
but I believe they are sincere expressions of the
Japanese character. Here we have an outstand-
ing example of an essentially fine people being
misled into nationalist aggression and eventual
disaster by an autocratic and ruthless military
clique. How could it happen? I have no pat
answer to this paradox. Important factors, how-
ever, were undoubtedly the long tradition of
strict feudalism in Japan, the fanatical Emperor
worship and the tendency of the ruling class
in recent times to imitate the most hard-boiled
features of German militariasm and its Prussian
code.

I hated to leave Japan just as I had hated to
leave Hong Kong, India, Soviet Russia, England
and Greece. Indeed, wherever I went on my six
months” trip, I always wanted to remain much,
much longer than I did. Every country, every
city had something special to offer in the way
of natural beauty or artistic achievement. But
above all T liked the people, of ever y nationality,
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of every race and color. And the warm feeling
I had always had for humanity throughout the
earth was constantly reinforced by my day-to-
day experiences and observations.

Human brotherhood extending over the globe
is no more dream; and the Humanist aim of
working for the welfare and happiness of the
whole fa.ml]v of man is the greatest and most
worth while of all ideals.

There are no good general plans of Olbia available.
Farmakovski and the other excavators give excellent plans
of cach dig, but the position of a dig is expressed in terms
of a general map which has never been published. l; arma-
kovski often reprinted a reduced copy of Koppen's plan
(made in 1826) with added letters, but he gave the position
of the very important ‘ Zeus’ Barrow wrongly, and so
misled everyone. It was this plan that I_rcproduced in
my book. Diehl pointed out the mistake in Gnomc:'n’ar_ld
in P.-W. The plan here given is founded on Slavin’s in
Olbia I, with additions from my old Koppen plan, from
Diehl, and from any other sources. 1 do not trust the
contour lines; they would appear to be about 7 m. apart,
as six bring us to the base of the Zeus barrow, which is
given in BCA. XIII. Pl. V as 41 m. above the Liman, the
only indication I have anywhere found as to the height of
the plateau. But some of Slavin’s lines may be meant for
steep banks or for water-courses. y

The Bugh Liman (estuary) is about 7 km. wide and
runs from N. to S. A grcat ravine, Zdyach’ya Balka =
Hare’s Ravine, cut into the loess plateau about 130 ft. high,
makes with the Bugh an angle of 30°. Cross ravines run
W. to E., the First (C'C!), the Second (C2C?) and the
deeper North Ravine (NN). Beyond this is Parutino, the
village whose peasants have been robbing the Olbia site
for a century. Between the E. escarpment and the Liman
is a piece of low ground formerly much wider, witness
the submerged quay or defensive wall Q. Springs, S S S,
came out at the base of the escarpment and along it we
find the ends of gulleys G G G draining the streets above.

A C1C! was probably the extent of the original settlement
with archaic walls, AW, afterwards the Acropolis with
Greck walls, GW. The archaic city reached about to X,
a piece of polygonal wall AW was found near. At this
time archaic tombs, AT, were sited along the S. of the
North Ravine. At the end of the early period there was
a catastrophe, and the old irregular streets gave way to a
rectangular network. Next along the edge of the Ravine
was sunk a ditch, to be superseded in Hellenistic times by
a fine wall, HW, with a main gate, HG, between two towers,
and from this the main street ran S. past the great cross-
roads at X. The fullest extent of the city from A to NN
is about a kilometre. After the sack by the Getae, 50 B.C.,
the city shrank to AC!'C!, this became the Roman citadel
with towers, RT, and a gate, RG. The temple of Apollo
Prostates, AP, was in the N.W. corner, another temple
and cisterns at its centre. The ground between C'C' and
C2C? was built over, and much of the lower town, but
ground to the N. of G*C* was again used for burial. The
Roman time ¢ Zeus ® barrow was g metres high. Another
great Roman barrow was that of Heuresibius and Arete
N. of the North Ravine. Hellenistic tombs are nearly
everywhere outside the great triangle, and Roman tombs
everywhere. The archaic tombs, AT, are on the W. of
the Hare’s Ravine and also those of Classical times, CL.T.
The most interesting areas may be said to be, the N.E.
region between the main gates, HG, and probable shore-
tower, T'; the area including the cross-roads X, the bronze
foundry west of them, and the ° Zeus® Barrow, here at
the bottom was the polygonal wall, AW, then the splendid
Hellenistic house with its fine mosaie, and, overlooking all,
the great Roman-time barrow with its stone chamber and
rusticated «pnmwis. This area is not touched on in Olbia I,
but Slavin did some work in the third region, the southern
part of the Lower City, at HT, just north of several Hellenistic
houses (one perhaps the Prytaneum) with peristyles and
mosaics excavated between 1909 and 1g920.

I have put on the plan the dates of the main excavations,
and marked with @ those made by Farmakovski: up to
igr5 these numbers actually indicate what year of CR
contains his report.

B.c.: afacing of dressed
stones, a backing of clay and rubble 4:35 m. thick, all on
remarkable foundations, layers of ash and clay that counter-
acted the slippery loess and clay of the site. Towards the
slope castwards a hollow was filled up with ancient material,
and three terraces constructed crossed by a way down the
slope. This confused the older layers. To the N. of the
street a IV-II ¢. building 27 m. long with three courts
and eleven rooms may have been more than a house;
it had several portable altars and many terra cotias; there
was a small house to the E., and a larger one to the S. of the
strect. These three were on the middle terrace: houses on
the upper terrace were later and very badly preserved.
Over the whole site the buildings of I-IV ¢. A.D. were quite
hopeless. From the terraces a strect discovered in 1929
led right down to the Lower Town. On site HI were found
a I c. A.p. town wall protecting the lower quarter, houses
built up against it and an extensive bakery with five ovens:
date I-11I ¢. A.p. These not very exciting excavations are
published elaborately with nine large plates of plans and
sections and fifty-one figures, mostly views of foundations,
but these plans do not give the squares according to which
objects found were registered.

Of these objects M. M. Khudyak deals (pp. 83-103, L.
62—go) with the terracottas, mostly divinities from the N.
building, Cybele, Demeter, Athena, Persephone, a Nereid,
one or two genre pieces, an actor and a nigger-vase:
mostly imported from Asia Minor.

Miss E. L. Levy (pp. 105-27, Pl. X-XXV) studies the
imported vases, the examples are nearly all mere fragments,
and only confirm what better specimens from older excava-
tions tell us, that the oldest wares are just before B.¢. 5350,
various Ionian fabrics, little from V ¢., but much from
IV and III ce. mostly from Asia Minor, ¢.g., Pergamum.

More interest attaches to the work of Miss T. N. Knipovich
on the local wares (pp. 129—-70, Pl. XXVI-XXXIX);
four classes: handmade, wheelmade with no external
finish, with varnish, and with a painted surface. She dis-
tinguishes fifty-two types. She believes that archaic
Tonian fashions lasted into Hellenistic times both for the
rough and for the more decorative wares (see inf.).
Import of foreign wares falls off after III c. B.c. Miss
O. A. Kulskaya (pp. 171-83) furnishes a complement to
this essay by giving us tables of chemical constituents of
the local clays and of the wares assigned to Olbia, showing
that they answer to each other exactly.

M. A. Nalivkina figures the bone objects (pp. 187-201,
Pl. XL-XLVI). Itisimpossible not to admire the patience
with which Soviet archaeologists describe the poorest
specimens and the dullest objects: they naturally dis-
approve of luxury articles made for the ‘upper ten, ver-
kﬁuhka.’ I. G. Pidoplichka (203-10) studies the bones
found on the site: they are much what we might expect,
save that many animals no longer found on this coast occur,
stag, roedeer, saiga, wild boar, beaver and bear. It is
interesting that many of the oxen are hornless, just as
Herodotus says (IV. 2g). A. N. Zograph (pp. 211-57,
Pl. XLVI) tells us about the 700 coins. As the site was
so late there were only thirty-three dolphins, very few with
inscriptions, only four wheel coins and two of the latest
¢ asses *: some fifty of the Borysthenes coins. The groups
found together are sometimes interesting, particularly one
containing two coins of Theodosia (Minns IX. 7), thereby
dated about 250 B.c. Foreign coins are mostly from
neighbouring cities. Roman coins begin with Nero and
Trajan, earlier than Zograph formerly reckoned.

A. S. Kotsevaloy (now in a concentration camp near
Augsburg) cannot make much of the eight very fragmentary
inscriptions (pp. 259-72, Pl. XLVII), No. 1 crowns a man,
ik Noplos kcd[ums]; No. 2 praises a man from Prusias.
In treating Amphora-stamps he protests against Grakov’s
view that those with names of Astynomi come from Sinope.
Graffiti include dedications to Athena, Aphrodite, Achilles,
Demeter, Pan, Cybele, Hypanis and Borysthenes. The
editor; S. A. Zhebelev (pp. 275-81), in * What does Bory-
thenes mean in JosPE. 12 242° (Il.11= Minns App. 5)

says just what I said (Se. and Gr‘rphq.jz, n. 1), that it means

¢ the whole Liman—the port of Borysthenes in the wider
sense,” but he did not understand the wide technical sense
of * port.’

M[Z)rc important is his second article * Olbia and Mith-
radates Eupator’ (pp. 281-92), dealing with fosPE. I*. 35,
a decree in honour of an Amisenc shipmaster. For this
inscription see Minns, App. 9, Rostovtsev, BCA. XXIII. 21,
A. Wilhelm, Klio, XXIX. 50-9. Rostovtsev put it about
64 B.C., but Zhebelev, after making many emendations in
the text, thinks it should be dated soon after the time of
Diophantus, say 106 B.c., and that the ’Apuévior men-
tioned are not Armenians, but men from Armene, a sub-
sidiary port of Sinope. Zograph, in ‘ Pontic Coins of
Mithradatic Time Found at Olbia’ (2g93-g9, Pl. XLIX),
thinks this view is supported by the coin-finds, no fewer
than twenty-three in 1938, made at Olbia, and all along
the coast; eleven were fished up by a dredger building the
Dnepr dam, there are even more found on the Bosporus
where Mithridates made his last stand.

One cannot help wondering when the Ukrainian Academy
will be in a position to continue this handsome publication,

There is a review of this book, on the whole favourable,
by V. F. Haydukevich in Skort Comm. IIME. X. (1941),
130-36, He points out that the plans do not help us to
distinguish the different periods of building, and that we
are not told where exactly were found the objects described
in the second part on which the dating depends. He also
refutes at length Kotsevaloy on Amphora-stamps.

Sovetskaya Arkheologiya, VII. M.L. 1941 (see above); of
the twenty-seven articles in this number I take the seven
concerning Olbia first.

A. N. Karasev, pp- 129-39, ‘ On the Watersupply of
Olbia,’ suggests that the town had springs and wells from A
to the quarry, cisterns in the middle of the Acropolis and
between the two cross ravines, but that at the time of its
widest extent in IV c. B.c. it turned into a great reservoir

the I shaped depression from a dam or bank to take the
road crossing the upper part of Hare’s Dell about G? to
another making the approach to the main gate at HG—that
is, from M to M.

T. N. Knipovich, pp. 140-51, illustrates vases com-
parable to the Hadra style and regards them as survivals
of the archaic technique. A. N. Zograph, pp. 152-6o,
examines the coins found in sanctuaries along the Black
Sea coast—i.e., on Leuce (over 2000), oo from the Tendra
spit  (Apduos ‘AxiMMéws);  gooo [rom  Aquac  Calidae
(Aytos Banya, N.W. of Burgas), mostly of Roman period,
fifteen from Upper Autka near Yalta (misprinted Talta
in S. P. Noe, Bibliogr. of Gk. Coin-hoards) and on Berezan’.
They embrace coins of all the neighbouring cities, very much
those that joined to crown Theocles Satyri (fosPE. 1.2 40,
Minns, App. 10). In Olbia itself forcign coins are rare,
the Mithridatic coins mentioned above being quite con-
spicuous. S. I. Kaposhina, pp. 161-73, makes much of
the contracted skeletons found in the N.E. excavations at
Olbia (cf. her ‘Fortifications of Olbia as a Historical
Source,” Bull. GAIME. 100 (1933), pp. 374-415), arguing
that the Milesian colonists imposed themsclves upon a large
native scttlement, so transforming a decadent * pre-class’
society into a slave-holding polis: this in turn decayed in
the fourth to second centuries B.¢:, and could not maintain
its walls, which were finally reconstructed on a smaller
scale for the Roman outpost. She calls these burials
¢Scythian,” but they obviously belong to the pre-Scythic
population to which the name Scyth did not belong.
Soviet archacologists press absurdly for the modern view
that populations do not change fundamentally, but only
superficially. i

L. M. Slavin, pp. 292-307, gives an account of his
excavations from 1935 to 1939, but it is mainly a simplified
résumé of his report above summarised. Miss Levy, pp.
308-17, publishes with a good coloured plate a terracotta
head {rom Olbia, and E. O. Prushevskaya, pp. 318-25,
illustrates a lecythus from Olbia by a parallel in New York
ascribed to the Dutuit master with another little bit by him
in the Hermitage. g

Of the other articles I would mention A. P. Mantsevich
on Scythian belts correlating the pictures, Kul Oba Vase
Solokha Comb and Krasnodar Statue with actual cxamp]c;
of which he enumerated fifteen and illustrates those from
Grishentsy near Kanev, Elisavetinskaya, Chertomlyk
Solokha, Kul Oba and Oguz. The typical plalf-s Elr::
curiously like the armour plates illustrated by Thordeman
from Visby (Stockholm, 1940), and his armours may have
developed from such belts. They are quite unlike the
E\-:Ia}-k(}p belt and its analogues regarded as Sarmatian.

1V, 1941; ¢ Monuments
Arch. du Bosph. Cimm. et Chersonése Taur,” pp. 11, 93,
Fr. rés.). N. Repnikov supplements Rostovtsev’s account
of Charax (Ay-lTodor). Dr. and Mrs. Belov treat, one
the economics of medieval Chersonese, the other its o,
N. P. Rozanov’s * New Inscriptions from Taman Peninsula ’
contains a dedication to Heracles and little else. It is
curipus how few really interesting inscriptions have turned
up in the last thirty years.

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SOGDIAN TANAIS IN ARISTOBULUS

The welcome invitation to contribute to a volume honoring
Professor Willis has given the undersigned an opportunity to
acknowledge a double obligation to him -- first, for the gracious
encouragement shown by him, and also by Mrs. Willis, during the
1984 Congress of F.I.E.C. in Dublin; and second, for his firm and
exact editorship of Greek, Roman and Byzantine Studies. As editor
he was tolerant of historiographical essays sent by a certain
scholar from Ireland; so it is reasonable to hope that the present
study of a problem in an Alexander-historian will be thought to be
suitable to his Festschrift.

The River Syr Dar'ya, having run in a westerly direction
through the Fergana basin, turns to flow north-northwestward
toward its delta beside the Aral Sea. The middle course of the
Syr Dar'ya, the ancient Jaxartes (Iranian YakhSart), marks the
northern limit of Sogdiana; at the southern limit of Sogdiana is
the middle course of another mighty river of central Asia, the
Oxus (Amu Dar'ya) (see map).

That already at the time of Alexander's conquest of Sogdiana
the Syr Dar'ya was called Tanais by Greeks is shown by two frag-
ments of histories of Alexander. Firstly, Polyclitus of Larissa
(FGr# 128 F7.29-35 =Strabo 11.7.4 [509-510 Cas.]) gave the following
argument: (1) a river called Tanais (today the Don) flowed into the
Maeotis (today the Sea of Azov); (2) the Jaxartes (Syr Dar'vya),
also called Tanais, flowed into the "Caspian"; therefore (3) the
"Caspian" was the Maeotis. We do not have to discuss here the
question as to whether td Kdomniov néiayoc in Polyclitus meant the
Aral Sea, where the Syr Dar'yva in fact ends;l we remark only that
according to him a name of the Syr Dar'va was Tanais.

The second fragment comes from Aristobulus and is to be found
in Arrian Anabasis 3.30.7 (FGrH 139 F 25.28-30). Arrian is

describing Alexander's advance through Sogdiana from Maracanda

The
underlined statement is securely attributable to Aristobulus.
Arrian refers to "this Tanais" because, as he shows in Adnab.

3.30.8 (1.171 Roos), he distinguishes the Sogdian Tanais (Syr
par'vya) from the Scythian Tanais (Don). We shall not discuss here
whether Aristobulus identified the two rivers called Tanais.2 Our
problem is solely with the two names of the Syr Dar'ya attested in
Arrian's source Aristobulus. It is certain from the context in
Arrian that by °‘OpEdvinv(?) the Syr Dar'ya is meant; it is also
clear that according to Aristobulus the Syr Dar'ya was called
Tanais. But by whom was it called Tanais, and by whom was it
called Orxantes vel sim.?

In his comment upon Anab. 3.30.7, A. B. Bosworth remarks:
"tdL 6 ToavdidL wTA. The modern Syr-Darya. Aristobulus called
the river Tanais and explained that it had a different name

locally.“3 Bosworth later distinguishes Tanais from the "native

name" ‘OpEdvinc(?). Thus he does not regard Tanais as a name
given to the river by the indigenous people of Sogdiana. However,
according to J. R. Hamilton, Aristobulus "tells us that 'the local
tribesmen called the lower Jaxartes the Tanais, and said that it
flowed into the Caspian.‘"4 In this matter of nomenclature
Hamilton is closer to the Greek of Arrian: if Aristobulus had
written that Tanais was not a native name for the river, thus dis-
tinguishing the name from the epichoric Orxantes (?), Arrian would
not have needed to write &% ual. So Aristobulus did not state that
the name Tanais was given to the river by non-locals or by Alex-

ander and the Greeks; he wrote that both Tanais and Orxantes(?)5

We have to ask whether or not Aristobulus was correct in his
contention that Tanais was a local name of the river. Was the
Iranian equivalent of the name rendered in Greek as Tdvaic in use
among the Sogdians of Alexander's time? Bosworth,6 quoting A.
H<—.13.'1'nann_.-"I notes that *tana is "ein uraltes Wort filr 'Wasser'"; but
the specifically Iranian character of certain river names contain-
ing Jdan- should be heeded.8 In particular there is some pertinent
evidence in the Avesta.

In connection with Ossetic don and Avestan danu-, "river,"

E. Benveniste has discussed the significance of danu, dom in the
hydronymy of territories formerly inhabited by Scythians. Such
names are Russian Donii and Latin Danuvius.g Today among the
Iranian-speaking Ossetes of the Caucasus don means both "water"

and "river," but in the Advesta the prime meaning of danu- is
"river"; in Vedic dénu- means "moisture." In the Avesta an

ancient proverbial expression, applied to the Fravartis, is cus-
tomarily rendered: "As broad as the earth, as long as the rivers
(danu. drajapyha), as high as the sun";l0 but Benveniste has pointed
out that length is not an attribute of all rivers and streams.
Logic requires that the translation be "as broad as the earth, as
long as the river, as high as the sun." Symmetry is thus restored
to the sense. "C'est le danu- par excellence qui seul peut fournir
un terme de comparaison opposable i la terre et au soleil."ll
Benveniste suggests that the river of proverbial length, the River,

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danu, was either the Oxus or the Jaxartes. From central Asia the
name was taken to the rivers of Southern Russia and adjacent areas
by Scyths.

From Fergana the mighty Jaxartes-Tanais flows in lonely
splendor toward the Aral Sea. To the Iranian Sogdians dwelling
beside its middle course, it too was the river beyond compare. It
was their danu. The Sogdian interpreters gave the name, and the
Greeks with Alexander recognized the Iranian original of their
word Tanais. Confusion began only when attempts were made to
identify the Sogdian Tanais with the river flowing into the
Maeotis, i.e., the Scythian Don.12 We do not know that Aristobulus
contributed to the confusion; what is clear is that he was correct
to state that Tanais was an epichoric name of what we know as the
Syr Dar‘ya.13 His statement is in welcome agreement with an

ancient Iranian proverbial expression.l4

Araxes flowed into the Tanais (Don) and thence into the Maeotis is
also found in Hecataeus of Abdera (Teos) (FGrH 264 F 13, with
Rbper's emendation of €gotielLg in Ps. Scymn. 869 to efop’ & ThLog) .
All connections between Tanais (Don) and Tanais (Syr Dar'ya) had to
be rejected by those who believed that the Caspian was an arm of
the outer Ocean.

of the Ukrainians, Byelorussians, and Transcaucasians. Some of the nations that had gained
independence with the fall of the czar —most notably Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania—were

declared Soviet republics early in World War .

Enormous changes have overtaken the population in the past generation. Some groups
express a heightened interest in their cultural heritage; others, often smaller groups of
peoples, find themselves adopting the language and adapting to the traditions of their
neighbors. Throughout the Soviet Union a homogenization of society is taking place.
Movement of workers from villages to cities, farms to factories, has created an urban
majority —60 percent. Soviet citizens from Leningrad to Verkhoyansk listen to Moscow
radio and TV broadcasts beamed via satellites launched from the plains of Central Asia.

And yet, as Tolstoy wrote in an epilogue to War and Peace, “‘The subject of history is the
life of peoples and of humanity. To catch and pin down in words —that is, to describe directly
the life, not only of humanity, but even of a single people, appears to be impossible.”

MOLDAVIAN
Their wines bearing the heavy sweetness born of
rich soil and golden days, their grains a fullness
nurtured by constant care and a long growing
season, the Moldavians cling to aslice of black
earth wedged between the Ukraine and Romania.
Tracing their ancestry and their tongue to Roman
settlers in the first century A.D., they have close
cultural ties to Romania.

UKRAINIAN
Second only to the Russians as the Soviet Union’s
largest ethnic group, the hard-working Ukrainians
proudly maintain their colorful folk culture and
their distinctive literary tradition. Kiev, seat of a
powerful medieval state called Rus, today is
the U.S.S.R.’s third largest metropolis, after Moscow
and Leningrad. Long-term ties with Poland and a
cossack heritage contribute to the Ukrainian identity.
In the 19th century the impassioned writings of
such Ukrainian poet heroes as Taras Shevchenko
fostered a nationalistic ferment and self-awareness
that continue today. Ukrainians suffered heavy
losses in World War II. Today they harvest grain
and vegetables from collective farms and man factories
that process millions of tons of iron and steel.

still employed in agriculture.

Respected as artisans, scientists, and energetic
merchants, Armenians form a highly concentrated
population in the rocky valleys of Transcaucasia.
Adherents to the independent Armenian Church—a
distinctive form of Orthodox Christianity—they
receive guidance from the Catholicos, head of
the church. The character of the Armenians is
both strengthened and saddened by adark and
bloody history of wars, occupations, massacres,
and deportations. Their traditional homeland
was centered in northern Turkey, but Armenian
culture today thrives chiefly in Soviet Armenia.

The sanctuary existed already in thea5th cenbury. As is known, the period of

greatest flourishing of Nymphaia is the S5th and firkt half of the éth centuries. The
of their economy

ssxmonis besis,wes wheat, which in great quantity was exported to greece. The mmifmrmxx
ofx prosperity of Nymphaie is shown in their prbgreesive wealth, prbved by the finds in
the culture strata of the 5th cent. in the excavations, and also by the increase in

the sanctuaries eand their ornaments.

About ths middle of the 5th cent. a considerably larger sanctuary
was buillt insteasd of the old one. The new bullding had the shape of a
rectangle, 14.3 m. long and 5 m. wide and was laid out from South-east
to North-west (figs. 3,4).

p.85 In the north end of the building there was & very intereating detail
and one rarely found in the erchitecture of ancient sanctuaries - an
apse, bullt of eleven blocks. The slay floor rammed very well of light
yellow color kept in several places a compact even surface. By the
apse there is a small step, 35 cm. in width; the edge of the step
follows the curved line of the apse.

L,3 m« from the centre of the spse on the axis of the bullding
on the rammed floor was the place of the sacrifice 35 em. in dismeter,
under 1t, 10 cm, deep, wag a stone of round shape and roughly-hewn
sldes, aRound the sacrificilal place a row of oblique grooves is
preserved probsbly traces of knocking with some kind of tool.

The entrance into the Sanctuary was not found; probably it 1s now
under the foundation of the projecting wall built in the second half
of the ljth cent. when the bullding was destroyed. Close to the build-
ing, in the Worth-east corner a kind of eistern 13 preserved, 1 m. in
disme ter, B0 em. deep, bullt of éii' courses of stones, More to the
South was & clistern of the 6th cent.; covered by the rammed (earth?)

floor of the new building.




The building of the Sanctuary was built deep into the ground,
that is how its floor happens to be lower thanm the floor of the
neighboring private nouse, to the North of the Sanctuary. The long
gides were almost entirely destroyed when ithe protective (fqrtificati&%)
wall was built, but the line of the edge of the floor shows clearly
their direction, The Northern ends of the foundations of the longitudinal
walls are preserved, 75 cm. high on the North side and 35 em. on the West.
The foundation of the transverse wall, 58 cm. high was built in courses
of stones of different size; among them were rectangular stones too.

Ihe blocks of the apse were slightly incurved, five of them are
quadrants; on gome of them, on the side toward the sacrificial place,
traces of stucco are preserved,

Tnside, the bullding was covered with stuceco, and outside it had
been decorated with a cornice, ovolo and pearls and akroteria; one of
them had the shape of a double rosette with the flower aracen in the
middle, the other in the shape of rosette too, but with a female head
in the middle, The water spouts were lion heads with open jawa.ta)

All the architectural ornaments of ths Sanctuary were made in
the city of Sinope and they repeat the decorations, known to us from
the finds in the Nymphaia Sanctusry of Demeter,

The offerings in the Sanctuary with the apse are not so numerous
as those of the Demeter Sanctuary and yet several fragments of Attiec

black glazed pottery were found; kantharoil, kylikes, gobblets, small

cups, mostly with incised and stamped ornaments.
Among the few terracottas there are two, which probably represent
the Kabiri. One of them represents the upper part of ##s fisure in a

cape (part of the face with wide open eyes and mouth is preserved).

The other - a standing figure in = capeJIh connection with the cult of
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that Sanctuary is a very interesting find of fragments of two terracottas
of Cybele. Also characteristic are the terracotte fregments of animals;
a sheep, a plg and two horses. They remind one of the figurines of
enimals, found in great number in the Kabirion of Thebes.(3)

What are the characteristics which we found in the architeccture
of that bullding? First the apse, then the sacrificial place and the
Sacred stone under 1it.

B. Hemberg in his work "Kabiri" in which he explained almost all
sides of the very compliceted cult of the Kabiri, mentions gquitse rightly,
that the apse, sacrificial grove (?), or place and the ZSacred stone
belong to the cult of the sub-terranean gods = the Kabiris.(l)

By the architectural plan the Sanctuary in Nymphala is very much
like the Kabiri Sanctuaries on the island of Semothrace and in Thebes.

It 18 well known, that the marble temple on Samothrace had an apse
built with ten blocks. For the apse at a distance of 3,3 m. was a marble
slab with an opening, through which the blood of sacrificial animals
entered the large sacrificial pit.

The relative length and width of the walls of the building(l) (40 m.
long, 13 m. wide) 1:3, are the same as in the Nymphaian Sanctuary (14,3
long, 5 m. wide). 1In the last excavatlons on Ssmothrace were found
two apses under the latest apse of the marble temple; one of them belongs
to the archaic temple.(a) In Thebes of the oldest bullding there was
preserved only a small part of the apse built polygonally!B)

According

to Doerpfeld the apse belongs to the 6th=5th cents. Inside the (building

complex?) which had been rebullt, there were two sacrificial pits, Ruins

of small bulldings with apses of the 6th cent. which seem to be connected

with the cult of Sub-terransan gods, had been found in Asia Minor in

Larissa(P) and on the Balkan Paninaula,(5)3100rinth and in Delphi(é).
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As regards the apse in the Kabiri Sanctuaery, the remark by H,
Johannes i3 very interesting(7) he thinks that the apse reminds one
of the shape of a cave, or a grotto, where according to the belief of
the ancient Greeks, the subterransan chthonic gods found asylum and so
the most important characteristics of the buildings in the Kabiri
sanctuaries are the apses and the sacrificial place. We find them 1n
the Nymphaia sanctuaries too. :

Very important are two offerings on the the floor of the Nymphaian
sanctuary. One of them 1g a fragment of an Attic jug with a garland of
ivy (Fig. 5). It is known that parlends of ivy and head bands are
connected with the cult of the Kabiri., Similar ornaments are on the
vessels found in the Kabirion of Thebes.

The other offering - a Searabold of glass paste - a bearded man's
head en face (the upper part is broken, Fig, 63 possibly it represents
& Kebiri) the representations on the coins of the S5th-lth centuries
are considered by many archaeologisats to be the heads of Kabirisg)

On several coins similar heads have sharp pointed hats (pilos)

decorated with branches of 1vy. 1In that connection a remark of

Furtwlnglerts 4g 1nteresting(10) he says that particularly the Kabipi

had as attribute the sharp pointed hats. Hemberg supports that remark,
Ve F. Galdewkevitch in his publication of coins of the first half

of the lth century end of Phansgoria with a representation of bearded

men's head in a pillos, ornated with g branch of ivy, supposes it is the

head of Phanagore - the founder of the town Pﬁanagoria.(l)

Already in the year 1926, A. N. Zograt said that the cult of the

chthonic (subterranean) gods in the 5th cent. existed already in the
South shores of the Black Ses.(Z) Later he explained that on the

Phanagoria coins are represented Kebirl whose cult was wide-spread on

the shores of the Black Sea.(B)
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To the sanctuary of the Kabirl belongs also the stone, which fell
out of the fortificetion wall, which covered the building, the
inscription MHXEZELIEPOY which in translation 1£:"do not soil in
the sanctuary" the stone probably was at the entrance.

N. J. Novosadsky showed in his works that in the Kabiri cult
of the ancient CGreeks was reflected man's fertile principles of nature
and that the cult of Demeter was connected with the Kabiri cult.(S}
The find in the Nymphaia sanctuary of Demeter of the 5th cent. of two
terracottas: 6) of a Kabiros with a lyre and of a seated naked boy,
proves the supposition of Novosadsky., Such figurines were found in the
Thebes Kabirion.(T)

Close to the Kabiri sanctuary on the Acropolis of Nymphaia was
also the sanctuary of Aphrodite. Tt consisted of several rooms and a
small paved yard.

It 1s possible, that at first from the end of the 6th cent. to the
middle of the Sth cent. there were ) small rooms in the sanctuary:

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a small court, which had the entrance lInto Room V,

It is necessary to remark that in Roome II, IV and V had been
the hearth for the cult, In Room II a clay hearth of oval shape weas
in the south-east corner, in Room IV the hearth was a group of stones
with baked Iplackened?j surface placed at the south wall of the wall
No. 593 and In tpd Room V on the other side of that wall was a clay
hearth in the shape of a horseshoe.

In the southwest corner of(g,e building, In the paved floor of
the yard was a groove l;unk area%j with walls with an edging of small
stones =~ there stood an amphora of the 5th cent. The whole building,
from the South was surrounded by an enclosure.

Towards the middle of the Sth cent. the sanctuary had been rebuillt.
Wall No. 57 over which they built end which they mede stronger, was
left a® the cross wall of the new building. The other walls too had a
superstructure. Rooms T and ITI were now on the same platform [;t the
same levelé] end could communicate. TIn wall No. 53 there was a place
for the door exactly at the level of the clay floor of the reconstructed
room TI. Rooms I¥ and V did not exig?:mbre. Prom the south, to room
IT they added a very small room III. The pavement of the new court
covered the old one and a new enclosure surrounded the sanctuary from

the south.

The entrance into the building was from the south east. Here was
found a fragment of & cornice with ovolo and pearls, an excellent work
of Sinope make of the S5th cant.(l) Similar architectural detalls had

been found in Nymphaie in the sanctuaries of Demeter and the Kablri,
There had been almost no finds in Room I of the earlier building. Tn
building TT, lower than the clay floor which 1s preserved in two small

portions at the north and south wall, were found fragments of black
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figured kylikes (on the bottom of one is represented the head of a
Gorgon) and also fragments of Attile black glazed kylikes and cups,
Among the local vessels, interesting are a Jug of red clay with one
handle, and an open lamp. Besides, there were found not very large
stones of an oval shape and a flat and round limestone L6 cm., in
diameter. And there were)too,fragments of gray ware - cups, jues,
some of them polished.

At the hearth on the floor of Room IT were found an Attic black
glazed guttus of the middle of the Sth cent., fragments of an Attic
plastic vessel of the first half of the Sth cent,, it was a head of a
woman (Fig. 7) (2) and a fragment of a rhyton for the cult similap
to the rbytons of the Nymphaia sanctuary of Demeter of the 6th cent.
On the floor were oval-shaped stones, a fragcment of the edge of a dish.
and a jug of red clay,

In Room IV were found fragments of the neck of Ghian amphoras
with traces of red color at the base of the handles, with a yellow
surface and a cross-shaped sign(B) a fragment of a 1id of a black
figured lekane with rays, fragments of several Attic black glazed
kylikes and cups, a fragment of a base of an opeén grey dish with con-
centric convex circles in the centre of the bottom. Very interesting
is a funnel of clay; 1t was found for the rirst time in the excavation
of Nymphaia and could be explained E}s something used 1%] a8 ritual,
performed at a cistern which we suppose hag been in that room,

And finelly in the last room - V - were foundj

a female protome
with a vell (Fig. 8) (1)

of the end of the 6th cent. and also fragmentg

of Attlc black glezed kylikes angd cups of the Sth cent,

On the pavement of the yard close to the groove - "cistern", whers

the amphora stood, was found a clay mould for a statue tte of g goddegs
y ss,

perhaps Aphrodite. Not far away were lylng on the ground fragments
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of the rim of a"rhyton“ for cult and a very interesting object found
for the first time, a ball-shaped vessel in red clay with & short neck,
possibly of local maks.

The groove with the amphora in the pavement of the yard with its
semi-circle of stones in room IV, were used as a kind of "eistern",
and 1%t is possible that they were connected with some, unknown to us,
rite of a cult.

In the rebullt sanctuary the finds were mostly in rooms II and III,
eand also to the north, immediately behind wall WNo. 52,

In room I among ash and coal - vestiges of 8 great fire which
destroyed the sanctuary - were found fragments of six small clay dishes
of the shspe of smsll cups on a high foot (Fig. 9) and a dish in the
shepe of a frult on a stand in profile., We have to note, that only one
dish similar in shape wes found in the sanctuary of Demeter, such cups
were never found in private houses of Nymphaia and the sanctuary of
Kabiri.

Besides, in thet room were some terracottas; a female head from a
statuette in a caps, of the beginning of the lith cent., and a female
fipure sitting on a louterion and also an aryballiec lekythos with a
representation of a female head in a bonnet, and fragments of black
glazed Attic kylikes with carved ornaments; palmettes on the arches,
black glazed kylix with a whirling rosette inside on the bottom and
fragments of walls from very large pots. There wss found, also s
miniature cone made of bone, & em. high, and small oval stones.

In room IIT was probably a favlsaa(l) 8imilar to those found in
the sanctuary of Demeter in Nymphaiafthaida of 1t were objects belonging
to various dates. To the 5th cent, belong a small cup on a foot, a

head of Aphrodite with the palm at the head, a female head in a high

kalathos, a jug with one handle. To the first haif of the th cent,
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belong Attic black glazed dishes; & small jugz with garlands on the
shoulder and on the neck, kantharoi with a fluted body, decorated with
a garland (Flg. 10) and two small Jugs with a narrow neck and a bﬁndle
like & ribbed ring (Fig. 11). There were found, too, barrel-shaped
beads, of yellow paste with blue eyes,

Behind wall No. 52, outside, were found a great guantity of wall
fragments and bottoms of pointed amphoras of the Sth cent., black glazed
dishes of Sth-lth centuries and the head of a statuette probably of
Aphrodite 1n a broken kalathos (Fig. 12),

It 1s necessary to mention ihat the building of the sanctuary
which occupies an area of about 100 8guare meters differs very much
from the private buildings which are close to Lhe public buildings
on the Acropolis of Nymphala. The private houses hagd not been built
on & blg scale, their area was not larger than 25=30 m. (2) Usually
the dwelling had a small court, but the houses themselves were very

very crowded, Il consequence our building had mothing'in common with

the private houses.

To be able to find the ecult of this ganctuary we must refer to
the architecture of similar monuments.

Let us take the two sanctuaries of Aphrodite: one 1in Naukratis
the other in Paphos in Cyprus. As it is known, the sanctuary of

Aphrodite 1n Naukrstig consisted of a large court surrounded by a wall

in which stood quite a simple building

of rectangular shape divided

into two rooms; the walls were built of unbaked brieks., In front

of the bullding was the altap, apg from the north in the court were 2

qflls. The plan of the ©Xcavations in Paphos inm Cyprus shows that the

the centre of the sanctuary was the court with gelleries on the north

and south; on the north side of the court were two small rooms united
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by pairs£3) That sanctuary had suffered very badly from earthquake

already In ancient time so it is difficult to speak about the recon=-
struction of the building and yet in its publication, it is meantioned
that to the south of the gallery among fragments of the portico, which
1s the most ancient part of it, was found a stons of the shape of a
cone of which the base was under the floor. The stone belonged to

the older building buﬁ)as a sacred symbol, at the reconstruction was

left untouched.
If we compare the sanctuary in Paphos with the plan of the
sanctuary of Aphrodite in Naukratis it is easy to see the difference.

In Paphos there was no central building, and here there were galleries,

rooms and a court.

The architectural plan of the sanctuary in Nymphaia is more like
the plan in Paphos. It is well known that in the cult of Aphrodite in

Cyprus the cone, &s the oldest symbol of the goddess, occupied a very

important place.(l) We find it too in the Phoenicien cult of Aphrodite -

Astarte.,

On coins of Roman times from Bybles and Cyprus, on which cones

are represented, there are on both sides of the cones some kind of

objects, which Chne falsch~-Richter calls "candelabras".(a)

Is there something like those "candelabras-smoking vases" among

the finds of the sanctuary in Nymphaia? It seems to us that the small

footed cups are very close to the "ecandelabras" which are placed on

the coins with the cone.

Besides those cups, there were found in the sanc tuary oval stoneg

of different size. Ohnefalsch-Richter mentions the presence of such

stones, and of larger size, in ancient gravesg in Cyprus; but he thinks

they were assigned to the cult.{s)
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In that cconnection, very interesting are the numerous oval
pebbles, which were lying on the plastered surface of small altars,
which were found in the sanctuary of Eros and Aphrodite on the north
slope of the Acropolis in Athens. The cult of that sanctuary had
connection with fertility.

Those pesbbles, found on the small altars, or simply on the floor,
are explained as phallic symbols of fertility, dedicatsd to the god
of fertility(s). That the oval stonesy, surely have a connection
with the cult of Aphrodite is the idea of Broneer; he proves it by the
dedication to the Oyprus Aphrodite (5th cent.) placed on @ stone of
oval shape, which was found in Antipolis in the south of France.(6)

It 1s very possible that the small oval stones found in the sanctuary
in Nymphaia have also a connection with the cult of Aphrodite.

Tt is very interesting that Perrot mentions the materials of the

most encient sanctuaries in Malta and on the neighboring island Gozzo,

and says, that in the sanctuary GiganteiET) which consistas of elliptical

rooms with apses,was found & stone-cone 1 ms high., Tt seems to us
difficult to explain the find of the bone-cone in the II room of the
sanctuary in Nymphaie as @ simple accident. And also it is not an
accident the find of & flat lime stone, of an slmost round shape in the

same room. We think that the flat stone could have been a kind of an

altar perhaps one of those simple altars which Perrot calls altars in
the shape of a mushroom, found in the sanctuary in Malta.(a) It is

interesting that in the sanctusries where were found altars in shape of

mushrooms were found some times conle stones,

With a certain rite of the cult of Aphrodite, probably is connected

the terracottaF which represents a female figurej- sitting on g louterion,

The severe folds of the garment allow to date 1t in the S¢h cent. An

analogy to her is the terracotta of the collection of the department of
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the Antiogue World in the HEmmitage.(l)

And finally, we have to take into consideration Pausanias, who
in his description of Achaia says that in-Patras close to the port is
a2 sacred ground of Aphrodite and behind it the sanctuary of Deme ter.
There he mentions also that in Algion on the sea shore was a sanctuary
of Aphrodite.(B) Well, the sanctuary in Nymphaia was on the sea shore.
As we mentlioned sbove, in Nymphala too; behind the sanctuary of
Aphrodite was the Kabiri sanctuary, and not far away on the lower
terrace was the sanctuary of Demeter.

In the antique world the sanctuaries of the Kabiri were rare.
In excavations have been found three Kabirl sanctuaries in the territory
of ancient Gresce: 1in Thebes, in Delos and in Samothrace. And the
fourth in the Nymphaia sanctuary, which proves that the Kabiri cult

was spread also to the anclent towns of the north shore of Lhe
Black Sea.
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
