These two woild no longer be put at the beginning of the 3rd century, but near
the middle (after Koroni, before Thompson's Group B). They are contemporaries,
thoroughly removed in time from the rest of your Rhodian, and I would be interested
to know whether the firing, etec., of the handles suggosts they are from the same
erphora. At the other end of your Rhodian series, one or two may turn out to be
dateble in the lagt quarter of the 2nd century; but we can tel1 this better
after the materiel has been checked over, better photographs have been made, etc,
Yout collestion included about 8 fragments of Romen stamped jars, and I do not
know what may be the present dating of these.

I understood from Leslie that you might be asking Carolyn Keehler to under-
take the eventual publication of the Morgantina amphora material.

NOTES ON MORGANTINA (SERRA ORLANDO) STAMPED AMPHORA HANDLES

Early in 1957, Kenen Erim asked me to estimate the dates of a rather large
number of stamped handles found at Serra Orlando, in connection with his study
of e group of coins from the site. Since for us it was more worth while to
record the handles from the site es a whdle, rabher than a large but incomplete
selection of them, I gsked Nr. Erim to give me records of all that had so far
been catalogued, which he did, In lMarch 1957 we gave him date estimates of
those in which he was particulearly interested. In May 1957, we sent him summary ‘
notes on the unselected remainder, since I understood this was Professor Sj8qvist's :
wishs Copies of the letters to lir. Erim went also to Professors Sj8qvist eand !
Stillwelle.

In the meanwhile, reedings had been myde of the whole lot found in 1955 and
1956, Since the excavetion inventory numbers of the handles are in the same series
with those of other finds, and thus do not make a complete sequence, we have given
e series ®f reference numbers preseded by the letters SO (Serre Orlando). In the
readings, the S50 number of each item is followed by its inventory number, and the
sequence of these has been kept the same.

These readings having been made in triplicate, the excavators' carbon copy
wes sent in May 1857 to Frofessor SjBgvist at Serra Orlando.

The readings of this first lot were made on the basis of (not always successful)
photographs, with some partial readings, I think by Mr. Brim, made from the handles,
