The letter P before the figure for the height indicates that the full height of the jar
is not preserved.

Capacity means capacity to the brim. 55 jars have been repaired with plaster, so nad to
be measured by dry measure (wheat). The Athens National Museum items were also measuredcwith
wheat, water being inconvenient. The rest were all measured with water. Where part of the
neck was missing, note was taken of the interior diameter of the neck and of the height from
the bottom of the break to the brim, and the volume of the cylinder of these dimensions has

peen added to the volume measured by the water, resulting in figures which sound like

actically fine-drawn measurements.
